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1) Why This Booklet
Sexual brokenness is everywhere on screens, in streets, inside homes and hearts. 
God’s answer is not shame but purity restored, dignity reclaimed, and covenant 
rebuilt in Christ. This field booklet frames Archangel Jophiel as a devotional 
“call-sign” for God’s work of beauty, holiness, and order supporting the Church as
it confronts Asmodeus (seduction/perversion) and Molech (the devourer of 
innocence).

Guardrail: We worship God alone (Rev. 22:8–9). Angels are 
“ministering spirits” (Heb. 1:14). “Jophiel” is not a license to command 
angels, but a way to pray that God would deploy His help while we obey 
the gospel.

2) Who is Jophiel?
• Name & meaning: Jophiel / Iophiel / Yofiel often rendered “God is my 

beauty” or “Beauty of God.”

• Canonical note: Unlike Michael and Gabriel, Jophiel is not named in the 
Protestant biblical canon. The name appears in later Jewish Christian 
angelology and devotional lists.

• Practical use: Treat “Jophiel” as a shorthand for God’s beautifying work 
restoring minds, bodies, and bonds to holiness and honor (Rom. 12:1–2; 1 
Thes. 4:3–7).

3) The Domain Problem
Asmodeus seduces: confuses desire with identity, love with lust, freedom with 
bondage.
Molech devours: exploits the vulnerable, preys on innocence, turns bodies into 
offerings for profit and power.



Fruits: addiction, exploitation, shame, relational collapse, numbed consciences, 
and generational wounds.

4) Christ’s answer (Theology Of Restoration)
• Design: Sex belongs within the covenant of marriage (Gen. 2:24; Matt. 

19:4–6).

• Dignity: Bodies are temples of the Holy Spirit (1 Cor. 6:18–20).

• Deliverance & discipleship: Jesus frees captives (Luke. 4:18), renews 
minds (Rom. 12:2), and forms people of self-giving love (Eph. 5:25–27).

• Protection of the vulnerable: Pure religion cares for the helpless (Jas. 
1:27); woe to those who harm little ones (Matthew. 18:6).

Angels assist this Christ-centered work; they never replace it.

5) Jophiel’s Assignment (in practice)
Signature theme: Beauty that unmasks the lie and magnetizes the heart to 
holiness.

Operational effects (subject to Christ):

1. Clarity over confusion: Piercing glamour and deception; exposing porn 
myths and “consensual” abuse scripts.

2. Re-ordering desire: Stirring hunger for what is good, true, and lovely (Phil.
4:8).

3. Covenant strengthening: Nudging couples toward repentance, honesty, and
sacrificial love.

4. Guarding the young: Heightening discernment in parents, pastors, 
educators to block predation and grooming.



Pray simply: “Father, in Jesus’ name, beautify what sin has disfigured. Send 
the help of heaven to restore purity and protect the vulnerable.”

6) Counter Operations VS. Asmodeus & Molech 
(Playbook)
A. Unmask the counterfeit

• Host Purity & Freedom nights: testimony + neuroscience of porn + 
Scripture + deliverance prayer + on-ramps to care.

• Teach consent, covenant, and consequence to teens and parents (age-
appropriate, trauma-informed).

B. Rescue & restore

• Partner with anti-trafficking orgs; create safe-house pipelines with licensed
clinicians.

• Fund survivor care: medical, counseling, housing, education, legal 
advocacy.

C. Covenant repair

• Marriage triage cohorts: confession, boundaries, transparency tech, pastoral 
+ clinical care.

• Mentors for men/women (same-sex pairs) focused on holiness habits and 
accountability.

D. Beauty disciplines

• Re-enchant the good: art, worship, nature walks, service—habits that rewire 
desire toward what is lovely and life-giving.

• Fasting from screens + curated media rules; family liturgies 
morning/evening.

E. Guard the gates



• Church tech policies; filter & reporting tools; two-deep leadership; 
background checks.

• School/church training on grooming signs and reporting laws.

7) Ministry Flow (Step-By-Step)

1. Assess & protect: Confidential intake; immediate safety planning; 
mandatory-reporting where required.

2. Detox & deliver: Screen-fast + device lockdown; pastoral deliverance with 
oversight; clinical trauma plan.

3. Rebuild rhythms: Sleep, nutrition, exercise, work/service; daily Word & 
prayer; weekly confession.

4. Repair bonds: Couples work (if applicable), family meetings, restitution 
where needed.

5. New imagination: Beauty disciplines; vocation and service; creative 
projects to retrain attention.

6. Multiply: Graduates mentor newcomers; publish (with consent) anonymized
wins on a Public Ledger.

8) Purity Pathways (90-day track)
• Daily: Scripture (1 Cor. 6; Eph. 5; Ps. 51), journal, 10-minute stillness, 

check-in text to sponsor.

• Weekly: Group (men/women separate), counseling or pastoral session, 
digital audit, service hour.

• Monthly: Tech review (filters/history), couple/family night, testimony share,
ledger update.

• Milestones: 30/60/90-day coin; covenant renewal for couples; 
commissioning to mentor.



9) Ethics & Safety
• Trauma-informed; survivor-first. No platforming fresh stories; consent 

and anonymity.

• Clear boundaries. Same-sex prayer partners; no late-night DMs; leaders 
trained and supervised.

• Clinical partnership. Licensed care for PTSD, complex trauma, 
compulsions; pastors do not replace clinicians.

• Child protection. Background checks; two-adult rule; immediate reporting 
of suspected abuse.

10) Metrics That Matter
• Participants completing 90-day track

• Relapse frequency/time-to-interruption

• Safe-house placements and aftercare completion

• Marriages stabilized (self-report + counselor sign-off)

• Youth trainings delivered; predator-proofing checklists implemented

11) FAQ (fast answers)
Is Jophiel in the Bible? Not by name in the Protestant canon. We use the name 
devotionally for God’s work of beauty/purity under Christ.
Can people really change? Yes by grace, truth, community, and wise care.
What about shame? We confront sin without shaming the person. Purity is gifted
before it is performed (1 Cor. 6:11).



12) One-Page Starter Kit
• Team: 1 pastoral lead, 1 clinical partner, 1 survivor-advocate, 6 small-group 

mentors

• Tools: Filters (device-level + DNS), consent forms, hotline sheet, 
curriculum, ride vouchers

• Spaces: Men’s/women’s groups; discrete counseling room; prayer room

• Budget priorities: Counseling subsidies, safe-housing, childcare for groups,
tech safeguards

13) Field Prayers & Decrees
Purity decree:
“Jesus, You are Lord of my body and my story. I renounce lust, exploitation, and 
every counterfeit intimacy. Beautify my desires; make me holy in love.”

Protection prayer (for youth):
“Father, set holy angels at our gates. Close every grooming door. Give parents 
wisdom and courage, and children discernment and safety.”

Deliverance renunciation (as led):
“In Jesus’ name I renounce spirits of lust, shame, exploitation, and violence. I 
break agreement with Asmodeus and Molech. I belong to Christ.”

14) Benediction
May the God of peace sanctify you wholly spirit, soul, and body. May He crown 
you with beauty for ashes, purity for corruption, and covenant for chaos. May 
counterfeit lights go dark, and may the Beauty of God shine in your heart, your 
home, and your city. Amen.
