I know what it feels like to be tormented in your thoughts. I know the shame of 
thinking, maybe this is just who I am. But I’m here to tell you that’s a lie. The 
Word says:

“For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through God 
to the pulling down of strongholds.” (2 Corinthians 10:4)

Strongholds may be stubborn, but they are not permanent. And this book this walk 
together is about arming you with the Word of God to take back your mind, your 
family, your peace, your destiny.

This is not just theory. This is life and death. And I believe with everything in me 
that by the time you’ve walked these pages with me, you will see walls fall, chains
break, and a freedom you never thought possible become your reality.



Chapter 1: Love and Deliverance The First 
Stronghold to Tear Down
Introduction: The Foundation of Every Battle

When we talk about Strongholds, most believers immediately think of demons, 
addictions, and chains of bondage. And yes those are real, and they matter. But 
the very first stronghold God commanded us to confront is much deeper, much 
quieter, and much more foundational: the absence of love.

The Apostle Peter wrote with blunt authority:

“And above all things have fervent charity among yourselves: for 
charity shall cover the multitude of sins.”
(1 Peter 4:8, KJV)

Love charity isn’t a soft word. It is the first weapon against hell itself. It is the 
covering, the shield, the balm, and the breaker of chains. Where love rules, 
bitterness cannot. Where love abounds, division loses its grip. Where love flows, 
strongholds crumble.

I learned this not just from Scripture but through scars. I’ve been through betrayal,
through hate, through brother against brother, and through the blood-soaked 
streets where power was everything but love was absent. When Christ broke into 
my story, He didn’t begin by teaching me formulas for deliverance. He began by 
forcing me to see that love is war. Love is the key. And without it, we cannot tear 
down a single stronghold.

So let’s start here. Before we even talk about demons, curses, or chains we must 
understand this battlefield of love.

The Debt We Owe

Paul echoes Peter when he writes:

“Owe no man any thing, but to love one another: for he that loveth 
another hath fulfilled the law.”
(Romans 13:8–10, KJV)



Did you catch that? You don’t owe people explanations. You don’t owe them 
perfection. You don’t owe them control over your life. But you do owe them love. 
That is a debt that never goes away.

Think about that in practical life:

• If someone slanders you you still owe them love.

• If someone betrays you you still owe them love.

• If someone tries to control you you can walk away, but you still owe 
them love.

This isn’t weakness. This is strength. Because love is the only force that fulfills 
the entire Law of God. Every “Thou shalt not” is summed up in one “Thou shalt 
love.”

And here is the paradox: this is also where deliverance begins. You can’t cast out 
what you secretly nourish with bitterness. You can’t break free while feeding 
unforgiveness. Love is not just a feeling it is a spiritual weapon.

Deliverance Is War

Paul pulls the curtain back on what deliverance really looks like: 

“For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war after the 

flesh:
(For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through 
God to the pulling down of strong holds;)
Casting down imaginations, and every high thing that exalteth itself 
against the knowledge of God, and bringing into captivity every 
thought to the obedience of Christ.”
(2 Corinthians 10:3–5, KJV)

Deliverance is not a sideshow. It’s not a “specialist” ministry. It’s the everyday 
calling of every believer to war in the Spirit. Strongholds are not primarily external
they are in the mind, the heart, the imagination. Every false belief, every lie we’ve 
believed, every wound we’ve nurtured that’s where demons get their foothold.



I have prayed for people who wanted freedom from drugs, from violence, from 
sexual torment. And what I found is that before the demon left, there had to be 
love. Confession. Surrender. Humility. It wasn’t the shouting of the minister it was
the posture of the heart.

The righteous cry, and the Lord hears them. (Psalm 34:17) That is deliverance. 
Not hype. Not theatrics. The Lord Himself breaks chains when His children cry 
out.

Facing Fear and Lies

David wrote:

“I sought the Lord, and he heard me, and delivered me from all 
my fears.”
(Psalm 34:4, KJV)

Notice fear is itself a stronghold. Fear is a liar. Fear builds castles in your mind 
and locks the doors. Deliverance begins when you seek the Lord not just His 
blessings, not just His gifts, but Him. And when you truly seek Him, He doesn’t 
just remove the enemy He removes the fear of the enemy.

Fear is the gatekeeper of many strongholds. Fear keeps us bound in addictions. 
Fear keeps us silent when we should speak. Fear keeps us in toxic relationships. 
Fear makes us believe we are powerless. But when perfect love enters fear is cast 
out. (1 John 4:18)

The Power of Confession

John reminds us:

“If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, 
and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.”
(1 John 1:9, KJV)

Confession isn’t weakness it’s demolition. Every time we confess, we swing a 
wrecking ball at the walls of pride, secrecy, and shame. The devil thrives in 
shadows. But confession drags everything into the light.



I have stood on both sides of this truth. I’ve been the man bound by secrecy, afraid
that if people knew the real me, they’d cast me out. And I’ve been the man who 
finally broke and confessed and felt chains fall instantly. Deliverance begins here.

Healing Flows Through Community

James writes:

“Is any sick among you? let him call for the elders of the church; 
and let them pray over him, anointing him with oil in the name of 
the Lord.” (James 5:14, KJV)

Healing isn’t a solo mission. God ordained that freedom flows through His Body. 
Sometimes we’re too weak to pray alone. Sometimes we’re too ashamed to 
confess alone. Sometimes we need someone else’s faith to break through our fear.

If you’ve been hurt by the church, this may sting. You may think: “I don’t trust 
anyone.” But hear me\ God didn’t design deliverance as a one-man army. He gave 
us brothers and sisters, elders and shepherds, to stand with us. You can’t conquer 
strongholds in isolation.

Demons Are Real, But They’re Not Ultimate

Jesus’ ministry proved this over and over:

“And his fame went throughout all Syria: and they brought unto 
him all sick people that were taken with divers diseases and 
torments, and those which were possessed with devils, and those 
which were lunatick, and those that had the palsy; and he healed 
them.”
(Matthew 4:24, KJV)

Demons are real. Possession is real. Oppression is real. But they are not ultimate. 
Every time Jesus encountered them, they bowed. They fled. They screamed. Why? 
Because the Kingdom of God is greater.

Mark tells the story of a boy tormented by a spirit that made him mute, deaf, and 
self-destructive (Mark 9:18). The disciples tried and failed to cast it out. But 
when Jesus came, even that spirit had to submit.



Don’t miss this: the spirit didn’t leave because of volume. It didn’t leave because 
of human effort. It left because Jesus had authority. And that same authority He 
gave to us. (Luke 10:19)

Application: Tearing Down Your First Stronghold

Let’s make this practical. Here are steps you can take right now:

1. Identify the absence of love. Where in your life have you withheld 
lovefrom family, from friends, from enemies? Write it down. Name it.

2. Confess openly. Not just to God in silence but to a trusted brother or 
sister. Drag the darkness into the light.

3. Pray against fear. Declare Psalm 34:4 out loud. Replace fear with 
God’s promises.

4. Invite accountability. Don’t fight alone. Ask your church, your group, 
your mentor to pray with you.

5. Stand in Christ’s authority. When you confront a stronghold, don’t 
plead with it. Command it in Jesus’ name. You are not weak you are 
armed.

Reflection Questions

1. What stronghold in your life is rooted in fear or lack of love?

2. Who do you need to forgive in order to begin deliverance?

3. What area of your life have you kept in shadows, avoiding confession?

4. Who can you invite to walk with you through this battle?

5. How does knowing Christ’s authority over demons change your view 
of spiritual warfare?

Closing Prayer

Father,
I come before You acknowledging that I cannot fight this battle in my own



strength. I confess the places where I have withheld love, where I have let fear 
control me, where I have hidden sin in shadows. I cry out to You deliver me from 
my fears, break the chains of my strongholds, and fill me with Your Spirit. Teach 
me to walk in love, to confess in humility, and to war in the Spirit. I declare today 
that no weapon formed against me shall prosper, because I stand in the authority of
Jesus Christ.

Chapter 2 Renewing the Mind: Pulling Down 
Strongholds

The Battlefield of the Mind

If there is one thing I’ve learned in this life, it is this: the fiercest battles are not 
fought in the streets, in prisons, or even against visible enemies. The fiercest 
battles are fought in the mind. Scripture tells us plainly:

“For as he thinketh in his heart, so is he.”
(Proverbs 23:7, KJV)

What you believe about yourself, what you meditate on in secret, eventually 
becomes your reality. I know this firsthand years of torment, regret, shame, and 
lies from the enemy planted thoughts in my mind that kept me bound. And the 
devil is cunning. He doesn’t always show up with horns; he whispers with subtle 
thoughts: “You’ll never change.” “You’re still the same failure.” “God can’t use 
you.”

But the Word cuts through these lies:

“I see another law in my members, warring against the law of my 
mind, and bringing me into captivity to the law of sin.”
(Romans 7:23, KJV)

Paul knew this battle. I know it too. You probably do as well. The war is Satan’s 
assault on the mind and unless we renew it, we remain captives.

What Defiles Us

Jesus Himself told us it’s not the food we eat or the traditions we keep that defile 
us, but what rises out of the heart:

“For from within, out of the heart of men, proceed evil thoughts, 
adulteries, fornications, murders, thefts, covetousness pride, 
foolishness. All these evil things come from within, and defile the 
man.”
(Mark 7:21–23, KJV)



That means the battle is not external, it’s internal. And the strongholds are not 
concrete walls, but thought patterns that exalt themselves against the knowledge of 
God.

The Weapons of Our Warfare

Here’s the good news: God has not left us helpless.

“For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through
God to the pulling down of strongholds; casting down 
imaginations… bringing into captivity every thought to the 
obedience of Christ.”
(2 Corinthians 10:4–5, KJV)

When I first began to taste victory, it wasn’t because I had grown stronger in 
myself. It was because I finally stopped trying to fight with fleshly weapons. You 
can’t out-argue Satan. You can’t outsmart him. But the Word of God, the blood of 
Jesus, and the Spirit’s power pull down strongholds brick by brick until the enemy 
has no place left to hide.

Freedom Through Truth

Jesus said,

“If ye continue in my word, then are ye my disciples indeed; and ye shall
know the truth, and the truth shall make you free.”
(John 8:31–32, KJV)

It’s not one-time exposure to the Word that changes us. It’s continuing in it. Little 
by little, day by day, God’s Word diagnoses, cuts, washes, and heals us:

• It discerns the heart “The word of God is quick and powerful, sharper 
than any two-edged sword.” (Hebrews 4:12)

• It washes us clean “That he might sanctify and cleanse it with the washing
of water by the word.” (Ephesians 5:26)

• It gives life “Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word 
that proceedeth out of the mouth of God.” (Matthew 4:4)



I can testify: when I stayed in His Word, freedom came. Strongholds cracked. 
Chains broke.

Renewed Day by Day

Ephesians urges us:

“Be renewed in the spirit of your mind, and put on the new man,
which after God is created in righteousness and true holiness.”
(Ephesians 4:23–24, KJV)

This is not just positive thinking. It is Spirit-led transformation. It is Christ’s mind
replacing mine. It is His humility, His obedience, His holiness becoming my 
reality:

“Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus… he
humbled himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death
of the cross.” (Philippians 2:5–8, KJV)

And here’s the comfort: we do not do this alone. The Spirit renews us day by day
(2 Corinthians 4:16).

Little by Little

Freedom doesn’t always come overnight. God Himself told Israel:

“I will not drive them out from before thee in one year\. By little 
and little I will drive them out.”
(Exodus 23:29–30, KJV)

Why? Because He knows we need endurance, patience, and perseverance. If 
everything fell at once, we’d never be trained for the next battle. So God works 
“little by little,” growing us in grace, producing endurance through trials (Romans 
5:3–4), and strengthening us with His might (Colossians 1:11).

That’s been my story: I didn’t walk out of bondage in a day. But day after day, 
stronghold after stronghold, God proved Himself faithful.



The Mind of Christ

The chapter closes with this invitation:

“For who hath known the mind of the Lord, that he may instruct 
him? But we have the mind of Christ.”
(1 Corinthians 2:16, KJV)

To have His mind is the ultimate victory. When His thoughts become our thoughts,
His peace fills us, His endurance keeps us, and His promises anchor us.

My Voice, My Witness

I’ve been bound by the lies of the enemy. I’ve been tormented by my own 
thoughts. But I can say now: strongholds can fall. Not by willpower. Not by flesh. 
But by staying in the Word, being patient with God’s process, and trusting the 
Spirit’s renewal.

If you’re reading this, hear me clearly: your mind is not too far gone, your 
thoughts are not too dark, your past is not too strong. Christ has already won. The 
only question is will you let Him win in your mind, day by day, little by little?



Chapter 3 The Battle of the Mind
The war for your soul is not fought with bullets, fists, or earthly weapons. It is 
fought in the mind. That’s why the enemy attacks your thoughts because if he can
plant lies in your heart and mind, he can control your choices, your emotions, and
ultimately your destiny. But God, in His mercy, has not left us weaponless. He 
has armed us with His Word and His Spirit to pull down strongholds and renew 
our minds daily.

You Are What You Think

Proverbs declares, “For as he thinketh in his heart, so is he” (Prov. 23:7). What 
you continually dwell on becomes the atmosphere of your life. If you allow the 
devil to whisper deceit, pride, lust, or fear into your mind unchecked, those seeds 
will take root and grow. Jesus Himself warned that evil proceeds from within from 
the heart and mind of man (Mark 7:20–23).

This is why renewing the mind isn’t optional; it’s essential. If the mind is left
undisciplined, the flesh will rule. Paul admitted this inner battle when he
said, “For the good that I would I do not: but the evil which I would not,
that I do” (Rom. 7:19). That same struggle wages in us daily.

Pulling Down Strongholds

Paul reminds us that “the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty 
through God to the pulling down of strongholds” (2 Cor. 10:4). These 
strongholds are not physical fortresses but mental ones imaginations, lies, pride, 
trauma, and every false thing that lifts itself against the knowledge of Christ.

Strongholds are destroyed not by psychology or self-help alone, but by obedience
to Christ and the authority of His Word. Every thought must be brought captive.
Every lie must be confronted with truth. And every believer must learn to wield 
the Word like the two-edged sword it is (Heb. 4:12).



The Washing of the Word

God’s Word doesn’t just inform us it transforms us. It washes us clean from
the filth of wrong thinking (Eph. 5:26), gives us true life (Matt. 4:4), and
renews us daily (2 Cor. 4:16).

When you let Scripture dwell richly in you (Col. 3:16), it rewrites your inner 
narrative. Instead of listening to the world that says you’re broken, hopeless, or 
defeated, you begin to hear God say, “I know the thoughts I think toward you… 
thoughts of peace, and not of evil, to give you an expected end” (Jer. 29:11).

The Pattern of Renewal

Renewal doesn’t happen in a moment. God drives out the enemy of our old nature 
“little by little” (Ex. 23:29–30; Deut. 7:22). We grow in grace day by day (2 Pet. 
3:18). Tribulations teach us patience; patience builds experience; experience gives 
hope (Rom. 5:3–4).

Just as Israel didn’t conquer the land overnight, you will not renew your mind in 
one prayer session. Sanctification is a process but it’s a process guaranteed by 
God’s Spirit if you stay surrendered and continue in His Word (John 8:31–32).

Thinking on What Is True

Philippians 4:8 gives us the filter for our thoughts: whatever is true, honest, just, 
pure, lovely, of good report, virtuous, or praiseworthy think on these things. When 
you discipline your mind this way, you leave no room for the devil’s lies.

It is impossible to live a victorious Christian life while thinking defeated thoughts. 
But if you let “the same mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus” (Phil.
2:5), humility, obedience, and victory will define you.



Patience and Endurance

God shapes us through patience. Little by little, He perfects us (1 Pet. 5:10), 
strengthens us (Col. 1:11), and teaches us to endure trials (2 Thess. 1:4).
Revelation says that the patience of the saints will carry them through the end 
times (Rev. 14:12).

Patience isn’t weakness; it’s power restrained. It is faith refusing to quit. It is hope
waiting on God’s promises. “Let us run with patience the race set before us” 
(Heb. 12:1). That is how strongholds are demolished by consistent obedience, 
steadfast endurance, and an unshakable trust in God’s Word.

The Mind of Christ

Ultimately, tearing down strongholds is about replacing the enemy’s lies with 
Christ’s truth until His mind becomes your own. Paul declared, “We have the 
mind of Christ” (1 Cor. 2:16). This is not theory it is the inheritance of every 
Spirit- filled believer.

The mind of Christ is humble, obedient, discerning, and rooted in the Father’s will.
To walk in it is to be free from bondage and to live with clarity, peace



Chapter 4 Who God Is and Why It Matters in 
Warfare

Introduction: You Can’t Tear Down What You Don’t Understand

Before we go deeper into strongholds, deliverance, and battles of the mind, we 
must pause and anchor ourselves in this truth: you can’t fight the enemy if you 
don’t truly know who God is. Too many believers know about God, but they 
don’t know Him. They recite verses, but they don’t carry revelation. And because 
of that, they fight with shadows instead of standing in the reality of God’s 
character.

When God revealed Himself to Moses, He didn’t just hand down commandments 
He gave His very name: “I AM THAT I AM” (Exodus 3:14). That wasn’t a 
puzzle. It was a declaration: “I am everything you need, in every moment, in 
every battle.”

I had to learn this the hard way. There were years when I thought my identity, my 
strength, and my worth came from the streets, from my hustle, from fear and 
respect earned in dark corners. But when hell closed in, all of that failed me. Only 
when I met the God who is Jehovah-Jireh, the Provider (Gen. 22:14), Jehovah-
Rapha, the Healer (Ex. 15:26), and Jehovah-Nissi, my Banner of protection 
(Ex. 17:15), did I realize: knowing who He is is the foundation for tearing down 
every lie of the enemy.

God Is Not Like Us

Scripture shouts this truth over and over:

• He is the Creator (Gen. 1:1).

• He is the Almighty (Gen. 17:1).

• He is the Everlasting God (Isaiah 40:28).

• He is Omnipresent even if I made my bed in hell, He is there 
(Psalm 139:8).

Think about that for a moment. Even if you fall, even if you’re drowning in sin, 
even if you’ve been hiding in darkness for years He is there. You cannot outrun



Him. You cannot out-sin His reach. You cannot build a stronghold so deep that His
presence cannot invade.

That reality both comforts me and terrifies me. Comforts me because I know He 
will never leave me. Terrifies me because I realize my excuses don’t hold up 
before an all knowing God. You can fool people, you can fool yourself, but you 
can’t fool Him.

God’s Love Is Personal

John 3:16 is not a slogan for football signs; it is your lifeline:
“For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son…”

Make it personal: For God so loved me. Not the polished, cleaned-up version of 
me. Not the future me that finally “gets it right.” He loved the broken, sinful, 
arrogant me. Romans 5:8 declares that even while I was still a sinner, Christ died 
for me.

I’ll never forget the moment that pierced me: realizing that Christ didn’t die for 
the preacher version of me, or the “good Christian” version of me He died for the 
gangster version of me. For the rebel. For the addict. For the one sitting in 
darkness thinking God had already given up. That’s love. And that love is the first
hammer blow against every stronghold of shame, rejection, and despair.

The Promises That Break Strongholds

When you know who God is, you also learn what He promises. And those 
promises are not empty words they are weapons. Every promise from God is a 
sword against the lies of the devil.

• The devil says: “You will never change.”
God promises: “If the Son sets you free, you will be free indeed” 
(John 8:36).

• The devil says: “You’re alone in this fight.”
God promises: “I will never leave you nor forsake you” (Deut. 31:8).



• The devil says: “Your past defines you.”
God promises: “If any man be in Christ, he is a new creation” (2 Cor. 
5:17).

When you arm yourself with His promises, you’re not just quoting Scripture 
you’re wielding the very voice of God against the enemy. That’s why Jesus 
Himself defeated Satan in the wilderness with “It is written” (Matt. 4:4). He 
showed us the model: you don’t argue with lies, you strike them down with truth.

Surrender: The Key to Victory

Knowing who God is demands one response: surrender. Even Jesus, the Son of 
God, had to surrender in Gethsemane. Three times He prayed, “Not my will, but 
Yours be done” (Matt. 26:39–44).

If the Son of God needed to bow His will to the Father, how much more do we? 
I’ve fought God. I’ve argued with Him. I’ve tried to run deals with Him like He 
was some street boss. But every time, I lost. The clay cannot tell the Potter what to
make (Isaiah 45:9). True deliverance only begins when you stop fighting God and
start surrendering.

Romans 12:1–2 makes it clear: present your bodies as a living sacrifice. That’s 
not poetry. That’s reality. Your body, your choices, your mind, your heart all laid 
down. That’s when the transformation comes, when the mind is renewed, and 
when the Spirit fills you with strength beyond your own.

My Voice, My Story

I’ve seen too much not to believe this. I’ve watched strong men break in despair 
because they didn’t know the God who fights for them (Ex. 14:14). I’ve seen 
addicts walk free when they discovered the God who promises to uphold them 
with His righteous right hand (Isaiah 41:10).

And I’ve felt it myself sitting in the pit, chains on my mind, when the Spirit 
whispered: “You are mine. I am here. I am faithful.” That’s not theory. That’s not 
church talk. That’s real. That’s God.



Reflection Questions

1. Do you know God as He truly is or only as you’ve been told by others?

2. Which promise do you need to wield today as a weapon against the enemy?

3. Where are you still resisting surrender?

Closing Prayer

Father,
I acknowledge You are not like me you are Creator, Almighty, Eternal, and 
Faithful. Forgive me for boxing You in with my small thoughts and shallow faith. 
Today I choose to see You as You are and to surrender my life, my mind, my body
to You. Teach me to fight not with fear, but with Your promises. Let Your Spirit 
renew me day by day until I walk fully in the truth that I am Yours.
In Jesus’ name, Amen.



Chapter 5 The Armor of God and the Call to 
Repentance

Introduction: Standing in the Day of Evil

Paul wrote to the Ephesians with a soldier’s urgency:

“Finally, my brethren, be strong in the Lord, and in the power of his might. Put on 
the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to stand against the wiles of the 
devil. For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against
powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual 
wickedness in high places. Wherefore take unto you the whole armour of God, 
that ye may be able to withstand in the evil day, and having done all, to stand.” 
(Ephesians 6:10–13, KJV)

This isn’t poetic metaphor it’s survival. The enemy is cunning, strategic, and 
relentless. If we do not clothe ourselves in Christ’s armor daily, we will fall prey to
his schemes. But when we are clothed in the full armor of God, we are equipped to 
tear down strongholds, resist temptation, and walk boldly in victory.

The Whole Armor 
of God

The Shield of Faith

“Faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.” 
(Romans 10:17)

Faith is not optimism it is trust rooted in God’s Word. When fiery darts of doubt, 
lust, fear, or accusation come, faith extinguishes them. Without faith, the rest of 
the armor collapses. With faith, every dart is quenched.

The Belt of Truth

“If ye continue in my word, then are ye my disciples indeed; and ye shall 
know the truth, and the truth shall make you free.”
(John 8:31–32)



Truth is not relative it is Christ Himself. When you gird your loins with truth, you 
walk in stability. Lies cannot bind you when the truth holds you together.

The Breastplate of Righteousness

“To him that worketh not, but believeth on him that justifieth the ungodly, his
faith is counted for righteousness.”
(Romans 4:5)

Righteousness is not earned it is imputed. Christ covers us with His 
righteousness, guarding our hearts against condemnation and guilt.

Feet Shod with the Gospel of Peace

“Peace I leave with you, my peace I give unto you: not as the world giveth. Let
not your heart be troubled, neither let it be afraid.”
(John 14:27)

Wherever we walk, we carry peace. The gospel steadies our steps, guiding us in a 
world of chaos.

The Helmet of Salvation

“Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved, and thy 
house.” (Acts 16:31)

Salvation guards the mind. When the enemy whispers that you are condemned, the
helmet reminds you: “There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are 
in Christ Jesus” (Rom. 8:1).

The Sword of the Spirit

“The word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any twoedged 
sword” (Hebrews 4:12)

The sword is both defensive and offensive. You don’t just block with it you 
strike. Every lie is cut down with the Word.



Prayer in the Spirit

“Rejoice evermore. Pray without ceasing. In every thing give thanks: for this is the 
will of God in Christ Jesus concerning you.”
(1 Thessalonians 5:16–18)

Prayer is the lifeblood of the armor. Without prayer, the armor is unused. With 
prayer, the armor is alive, fitted, and effective.

Repentance: The First Step in Battle

Armor means nothing without repentance. Repentance is not just feeling sorry it is 
changing one’s mind and direction.

“Bring forth therefore fruits meet for 
repentance.” (Matthew 3:8)

“Repent: for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.” 
(Matthew 4:17)

Without repentance, there is no forgiveness. Without forgiveness, there is no 
armor. Repentance is the doorway to salvation, the clearing of the ground before 
building the fortress of faith.

Application: Daily Warfare

1. Clothe Yourself Daily Pray through the armor each morning.

2. Live in Repentance Do not allow sin to linger. Confess and 
turn immediately.

3. Fight With the Word Quote scripture when tempted.

4. Pray Without Ceasing Keep constant dialogue with God, even in 
small whispers throughout the day.

5. Stand Firm When the evil day comes, don’t panic. Stand. The armor 
is proof that God Himself fights for you.



Reflection Questions

• Which piece of the armor do you most often neglect, and how has that left
you vulnerable?

• Have you mistaken remorse for repentance? Where is God calling you 
to real change?

• What fiery darts are you facing right now, and how can you lift the shield 
of faith against them?

Closing Prayer

Lord,
I put on Your armor today not in my strength but in Yours. Gird me with truth, 
cover me with righteousness, steady my steps with the gospel of peace. Place on 
my head the helmet of salvation, strengthen my grip on the shield of faith, and 
sharpen my hands with the sword of the Spirit. Teach me to pray without ceasing. 
And Lord, give me a heart of repentance ready to turn from sin and ready to run 
toward You. In Jesus’ mighty name, Amen.



Chapter 6 Obedience and Walking in the Spirit

Introduction: The Freedom of Obedience

If love is the foundation and the renewing of the mind is the battlefield, then 
obedience is the doorway to freedom. You can’t claim victory over strongholds 
while still clinging to rebellion. Every stronghold, at its root, is an act of 
disobedience a refusal to submit fully to God. But every act of obedience tears 
down another brick in the enemy’s wall.

Paul said it clearly:
“Do you not know that to whom you present yourselves slaves to obey, you 
are that one’s slaves whom you obey whether of sin leading to death, or of 
obedience leading to righteousness?”
(Romans 6:16, NKJV)

There’s no middle ground. We either obey the flesh, or we obey God. One leads 
to bondage; the other leads to life.

The Nature of True Obedience

Obedience isn’t grudging compliance. It isn’t doing the bare minimum to keep 
God off our backs. True obedience flows from love. Jesus said:
“If you love Me, keep My commandments.” 
(John 14:15, NKJV)

Notice the order: love first, obedience second. The Pharisees obeyed laws without 
love and ended up bound by pride. But when love for Christ grips your heart, 
obedience becomes joy, not drudgery.

I’ve lived both sides. There were years when I obeyed rules but rebelled in my 
heart. That kind of obedience doesn’t destroy strongholds; it only builds new ones. 
But when Christ’s love broke me, obedience became freedom.



Walking in the Spirit vs. Walking in the Flesh

Paul gives us the contrast:

• “Walk in the Spirit, and you shall not fulfill the lust of the flesh.” 
(Galatians 5:16)

• “For the flesh lusts against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the 
flesh.” (Galatians 5:17)

The flesh always pulls downward toward sin, addiction, pride, lust, fear. The 
Spirit always pulls upward toward holiness, truth, and peace. The direction you 
walk daily determines the strongholds you either build or destroy.

To walk in the Spirit means constant surrender, constant awareness, constant 
leaning on the Spirit’s strength instead of your own.

The Fruit of Obedience

Paul describes the fruit of the Spirit: love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, 
goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, self-control (Galatians 5:22–23). These are 
not optional virtues. They are evidence that strongholds are crumbling in your 
life.

Disobedience produces its own fruit: anger, chaos, fear, envy, bondage. But 
obedience to the Spirit produces freedom. And freedom always has fruit.

Obedience as Warfare

Every time you choose obedience, you wage war against the enemy. When you 
refuse to gossip, when you forgive, when you flee temptation, when you pray 
instead of complain you’re swinging the sword of obedience against strongholds.

That’s why James says:
“Submit yourselves therefore to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee from 
you.” (James 4:7, KJV)

Submission comes first. Resistance is powerless without submission. Demons 
don’t fear your shouting; they fear your submission to Christ.



My Voice, My Story

I’ve known what it is to resist God. I fought His call. I tried to justify my sin.
I thought obedience was weakness. But in reality, rebellion was my chain.
Only when I broke and surrendered did freedom come.

I’ll never forget the first time I obeyed God when everything in me wanted to run 
the other way. It wasn’t dramatic. It was simple. He told me to forgive someone 
who betrayed me. Everything in me screamed “No.” But when I obeyed, a weight 
lifted off me that no amount of revenge or violence could remove. That’s when I 
realized obedience is deliverance.

Application: Walking It Out Daily

1. Start with Small Obediences God will often test us in little things before
bigger ones.

2. Pray for a Tender Heart Ask the Spirit to make you quick to respond 
to conviction.

3. Starve the Flesh What you feed grows; what you starve dies. 
Starve rebellion by cutting off what fuels it.

4. Surround Yourself with Accountability Obedience grows in community.

5. Celebrate Progress Every step of obedience is a step closer to freedom.

Reflection Questions

• Where are you still resisting obedience in your walk with Christ?

• Do you obey out of love or out of fear?

• How does walking in the Spirit look in your daily life?

• What small act of obedience is God asking of you right now?



Closing Prayer

Lord,
I confess that too often I’ve chosen rebellion over obedience. Forgive me. Teach 
me that obedience is freedom, not bondage. Help me walk in the Spirit, not the 
flesh. Produce in me the fruit of Your Spirit so that my life reflects Christ. Break 
every stronghold that thrives in disobedience, and lead me into the joy of full 
surrender.

Chapter 7 Enduring in the Fire: Trusting God 
Through the Trial

Introduction: The Call to Endurance

Walking with Christ is not a stroll through a rose garden. It is a journey that passes
through valleys, deserts, and even fire. Many preachers promise blessings without 
cost, but the Word of God tells the truth rials are part of the refining. Strongholds 
are not destroyed in comfort but in conflict. And it is in the heat of testing that 
endurance is born.

The writer of Hebrews reminds us:

“Cast not away therefore your confidence, which hath great
recompence of reward. For ye have need of patience, that, after ye
have done the will of God, ye might receive the promise.”
(Hebrews 10:35–36, KJV)

Confidence faith that refuses to quit is the posture of a believer under fire. We 
endure because Christ endured, and in Him we live by faith, not by sight.

Contentment in the Midst of Lack

One of the strongest temptations during trial is to believe God has abandoned
us. When money is short, when opportunities seem gone, when life feels barren,
the flesh cries out for more. But God speaks clearly:

“Let your conversation be without covetousness; and be content with 
such things as ye have: for he hath said, I will never leave thee, nor 
forsake thee.”
(Hebrews 13:5, KJV)

Contentment is warfare. Refusing to bow to greed is tearing down a stronghold. 
The devil wants us restless, comparing ourselves, resenting what others have. But 
when we fix our eyes on the promise “I will never leave thee” we discover that 
His presence is greater than possessions.



Trusting God in Every Season

Endurance is rooted in trust. Trials force us to decide: will I lean on my own 
understanding or will I trust God fully?

• Trust for direction: “Trust in the Lord with all thine heart; and lean 
not unto thine own understanding. In all thy ways acknowledge him, and
he shall direct thy paths.” (Proverbs 3:5–6)

• Trust in His sovereignty: “All things work together for good to them 
that love God.” (Romans 8:28)

• Trust in His faithfulness: “He which hath begun a good work in you 
will perform it until the day of Jesus Christ.” (Philippians 1:6)

Every delay, every hardship, every fiery trial is God shaping us for His glory. The 
enemy says, “It’s over.” God says, “I’m still at work.”

Through the Fire and the Flood

Isaiah delivers one of the most powerful promises of endurance:

“When thou passest through the waters, I will be with thee when thou 
walkest through the fire, thou shalt not be burned; neither shall the 
flame kindle upon thee.”
(Isaiah 43:2, KJV)

Notice God doesn’t say if you walk through the fire He says when. The fire is 
certain. But so is His presence. The stronghold of fear is broken when you realize 
you are not alone.

I’ve walked through waters that threatened to drown me and fires that should
have consumed me yet here I stand, not because of my strength, but because He
upheld me.

The Rewards of Endurance

Endurance is not meaningless suffering. Every trial endured in faith produces fruit:



• Patience: “Tribulation worketh patience; and patience, experience; 
and experience, hope.” (Romans 5:3–4)

• Hope: God plants expectation that tomorrow holds His promise.

• Maturity: “After ye have suffered a while, [He will] make you 
perfect, stablish, strengthen, settle you.” (1 Peter 5:10)

• Victory: “No weapon formed against thee shall prosper.” (Isaiah 54:17)

What looks like delay is often God preparing a double portion blessing. What feels 
like fire is refining gold. What seems like loss is training for future victory.

Practical Steps to Endure

1. Hold fast to the Word. Memorize promises and speak them when 
fear attacks.

2. Pray through the fire. Don’t stop talking to God, even if it’s groans 
or tears.

3. Reject isolation. Surround yourself with believers who will remind you of
truth.

4. Choose gratitude. Thank God for what He has already done. Gratitude 
is warfare.

5. Wait patiently. Endurance is not passive; it is active trust in God’s timing.

Reflection Questions

• Where in your life is God calling you to endure right now?

• What fiery trial has tempted you to give up?

• How can you practice contentment and gratitude in the midst of lack?

• Who can you lean on in the Body of Christ for encouragement in 
this season?



Closing Prayer

Father,
Teach me to endure. Help me to stand when the fire rages and the floods rise.
Remind me of Your promises when I am tempted to doubt. Strip me of 
covetousness, fear, and pride, and clothe me in patience, faith, and hope. I declare 
that no weapon formed against me shall prosper, and I will not draw back, but 
believe to the saving of my soul.
In Jesus’ name, Amen.



Chapter 8 The Whole Armour of God

Introduction: Standing in the Evil Day

Every disciple will face the “evil day” the day when the weight of temptation, 
opposition, or oppression feels unbearable. Paul warns us that this battle is not 
against flesh and blood but against powers and principalities in the unseen realm 
(Eph. 6:12). For that reason, God has not left us exposed. He has given us His 
armour not as metaphor only, but as a living reality we must actively “put on” if 
we are to stand and not fall.

“Finally, my brethren, be strong in the Lord, and in the power of his might. Put on
the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to stand against the wiles of the 
devil.” Ephesians 6:10–11

The Battle Is Spiritual, Not Physical

We wrestle not against people. Your enemy is not your boss, your spouse, your 
neighbor, or your rival. Your real adversary is the unseen spirit working behind 
the scenes. Too often, we waste our energy fighting humans while ignoring the 
true war in the heavens. The armour of God reorients us protecting us from 
deception and giving us weapons that pierce darkness.

Step by Step: Putting on the Armour

1. The Shield of Faith

“Faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the Word of God.” Romans 10:17
Faith quenches the fiery darts of the wicked one the lies, accusations, and
sudden temptations that come like arrows. Without faith, you are exposed. With
it, every  dart  is  extinguished.  Build  faith  daily  by  saturating yourself  in  the
Word.

2. Gird Your Loins With Truth

Jesus declared, “If ye continue in my word, then are ye my disciples indeed;
and ye shall  know the truth,  and the truth shall  make you free”  (John
8:31–32).



Truth is your belt it holds everything together. Lies lead to compromise; truth 
makes you unshakable.

3. The Breastplate of Righteousness

Righteousness is not self-earned. “To him that worketh not, but believeth on 
him that justifieth the ungodly, his faith is counted for righteousness” 
(Romans 4:5). When you wear the righteousness of Christ, accusations cannot 
pierce your heart.

4. Feet Shod With the Gospel of Peace

Jesus said, “Peace I leave with you, my peace I give unto you” (John
14:27). Peace guards your steps. Wherever you walk, you carry
reconciliation. When storms rise, your footing remains sure.

5. The Helmet of Salvation

“Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved” (Acts 
16:31). The helmet protects your mind anchoring you in the certainty that 
you are redeemed, forgiven, and sealed for eternity. Doubt cannot pierce 
this.

6. The Sword of the Spirit The Word of God

“For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any two-edged
sword…” (Hebrews 4:12).
This is your only offensive weapon. The enemy is not driven back by your opinion 
but by the spoken Word of God. Jesus Himself wielded this sword in the 
wilderness: “It is written.”

7. Praying Always in the Spirit

“Pray without ceasing” (1 Thessalonians 5:16–18).
Prayer activates the armour. Without prayer, armour is theory; with prayer, armour 
becomes power.

8. Watching With Perseverance

“Distributing to the necessity of saints; given to hospitality” (Romans
12:13). Watchfulness  means  being  alert  for  your own walk and for your
brothers and sisters. We fight as a body, not as lone soldiers.



Repentance: The Warrior’s Reset

The armour protects, but repentance restores. Without repentance, even armour 
grows thin. Repentance is not just remorse; it is a change of mind that results in a 
change of action. Scripture commands it:

• “Repent: for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.” (Matthew 4:17)

• “Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ 
for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy 
Ghost.” (Acts 2:38)

• “The Lord is… not willing that any should perish, but that all should 
come to repentance.” (2 Peter 3:9)

Repentance is the believer’s reset button. It keeps our armour polished and our 
conscience clear.

Application: Living Armored and Repentant

1. Each morning, consciously put on the armour. Pray through each piece.

2. Reject lies immediately with truth. Don’t debate with the devil; quote the
Word.

3. Live in peace. Don’t spread division; walk as a peacemaker.

4. Repent quickly. Don’t let sin fester. Reset, turn, and keep moving.

Reflection Questions

• Which piece of armour have you been neglecting?

• How can you begin each day by consciously “suiting up”?

• Where in your life is God calling you to repentance right now?



Closing Prayer

Lord, thank You for giving me the armour of God. I choose today to put on truth, 
righteousness, faith, salvation, peace, Your Word, and the power of prayer. Keep 
me watchful and persevering. Where I have stumbled, I repent. Restore me by 
Your mercy and keep me standing in the evil day. In Jesus’ name, Amen.



Chapter 9 You Are What You’re Thinking in 
Your Heart

The Power of Thought

Proverbs says it simply but powerfully:

“For as he thinketh in his heart, so is he.”
(Proverbs 23:7, KJV)

Your life flows in the direction of your dominant thoughts. What fills your heart 
and mind shapes your words, your decisions, and your destiny. If lies from the 
enemy take root in your thoughts, they will bear fruit in your life. But if God’s 
Word fills your mind, His truth will define you.

I’ve lived both sides. I know what it feels like to hear Satan’s whisper: “You’ll 
never change. You’re still the same failure. You’ll never break free.” And I also 
know the freedom of hearing the Spirit say: “You are mine. You are loved. You 
are a new creation.”

What you think on, you become. This chapter is about learning to guard your 
thoughts, to renew your mind, and to let God’s Word be the soil where life grows.

The War in the Mind

Paul confessed this struggle in Romans 7:

“For the good that I would I do not: but the evil which I would not, 
that I do… I see another law in my members, warring against the 
law of my mind.”
(Romans 7:19, 23)

This is the battlefield. Sin wars against the mind. The flesh pulls one way, the 
Spirit pulls another. You know what is right, but another voice tempts you to 
choose wrong. If you’ve ever asked, “Why do I keep doing what I hate?” welcome
to the battle Paul described.

But thank God the passage doesn’t end there. Verse 25 shouts the victory:



“I thank God through Jesus Christ our Lord.”

The war is real, but the victory is already secured in Christ.

What Defiles Us

Jesus warned in Mark 7:

“For from within, out of the heart of men, proceed evil thoughts pride, 
foolishness: all these evil things come from within, and defile the man.” 
(Mark 7:21–23)

It’s not just external influences it’s what you allow to live inside. That’s why 
renewing the mind is so critical. You cannot let toxic thoughts linger. They must be
confronted and replaced with God’s truth.

Pulling Down Strongholds

Paul gives us the weapons:

“The weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through 
God to the pulling down of strong holds; casting down 
imaginations… and bringing into captivity every thought to the 
obedience of Christ.”
(2 Corinthians 10:4–5)

Strongholds are not destroyed by human reasoning. They fall when you take every
thought captive and force it to bow before Christ. That’s how lies are dismantled. 
That’s how freedom is won.

The Word as the Surgeon

Hebrews 4:12 calls the Word of God “quick, and powerful, and sharper than any 
two-edged sword.” It doesn’t just inspire it cuts. It divides soul and spirit, 
exposes motives, diagnoses lies, and removes what doesn’t belong.



Ephesians 5:26 says the Word washes us. Matthew 4:4 says it feeds us. 
Colossians 3:16 says it dwells in us richly. Every verse you meditate on cleanses 
your thinking and reorients your heart toward God.

Renewal Is Daily

Ephesians 4:23 commands us:

“Be renewed in the spirit of your mind.”

This is not a one-time event. 2 Corinthians 4:16 says the inward man is renewed 
day by day. Renewal is like breathing you can’t do it once and expect to live 
forever. Every day you need fresh Word, fresh prayer, fresh surrender.

Girding Up the Loins of Your Mind

Peter says:

“Wherefore gird up the loins of your mind, be sober, and hope to 
the end.”
(1 Peter 1:13)

In ancient times, girding the loins meant tying up loose garments so you could run 
or fight. Spiritually, it means tightening up your thought life removing distractions,
closing doors to temptation, disciplining your focus.

God’s Thoughts About You

Jeremiah 29:11 is more than a verse for wall art:

“For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, saith the Lord, 
thoughts of peace, and not of evil, to give you an expected end.”

The enemy says you’re worthless. God says you’re destined. The enemy says 
you’re hopeless. God says your story has a future and an end. Which voice will 
you let shape your heart?



The Filter for Your Mind

Philippians 4:8 gives us the checklist:

• Is it true?

• Is it honest?

• Is it just?

• Is it pure?

• Is it lovely?

• Is it of good report?

• Is it virtuous or praiseworthy?

If not, don’t think on it. Thoughts are like seeds. Sow the wrong ones, and you 
reap weeds. Sow the right ones, and you reap peace and fruitfulness.

The Mind of Christ

Paul declares:

“We have the mind of Christ.”
(1 Corinthians 2:16)

That’s not wishful thinking. It’s your inheritance. To have Christ’s mind is to think
His thoughts, carry His humility, and obey the Father as He did even unto death 
(Phil. 2:5–8).

When you let His mind be in you, fear loses, lies crumble, and strongholds fall.

Application: How to Guard Your Mind

1. Stay in the Word daily let Scripture wash and feed you.

2. Confess quickly don’t let sin fester. Bring it into the light.



3. Pray without ceasing keep dialogue with God open.

4. Filter your thoughts run them through Philippians 4:8.

5. Declare truth aloud speak Scripture when lies attack.

Reflection Questions

• What thoughts dominate your heart daily? Do they align with God’s Word?

• What stronghold in your mind needs to be pulled down?

• How can you practically “gird up the loins of your mind”?

• Are you daily renewing your mind or letting it drift?

• Which promise of God do you need to hold onto most right now?

Closing Prayer

Father,
I surrender my thoughts to You today. Expose every lie I’ve believed. Tear down 
every stronghold in my mind. Wash me with Your Word, renew me day by day, 
and let the mind of Christ be formed in me. Help me to think on what is true, 
noble, pure, and praiseworthy. Guard my heart, and make my life a reflection of 
Your truth. In Jesus’ name, Amen.



Chapter 10 Little by Little: Patience, Perseverance, 
and Endurance

The Principle of Little by Little

One of the most overlooked truths in Scripture is that God often works gradually. 
He doesn’t always deliver His people overnight. He doesn’t always destroy the 
enemy in a single blow. Instead, He says:

“I will not drive them out from before thee in one year; lest the land 
become desolate, and the beast of the field multiply against thee. By 
little and little I will drive them out from before thee, until thou be 
increased, and inherit the land.”
Exodus 23:29–30 (KJV)

Again, in Deuteronomy:

“And the Lord thy God will put out those nations before thee by little 
and little: thou mayest not consume them at once, lest the beasts of the 
field increase upon thee.”
Deuteronomy 7:22 (KJV)

Why “little by little”? Because God’s process isn’t just about conquering enemies 
it’s about preparing you to steward victory. If He delivered everything at once, we 
would not be ready. We would not be able to handle the weight of blessing, the 
discipline of freedom, or the strength required to maintain it.

God isn’t just interested in your breakthrough. He’s interested in your growth. And
growth, by His design, happens little by little.

Growing in Grace and Knowledge

Peter exhorts us:

“But grow in grace, and in the knowledge of our Lord and Saviour Jesus 
Christ. To him be glory both now and forever. Amen.”
2 Peter 3:18 (KJV)



Notice this is growth language. Not instant transformation, but day-by-day 
progress. Sanctification isn’t microwave faith; it’s a slow-cooked process. You 
don’t become Christlike overnight. You grow in His grace, in His knowledge, in 
His strength, until patience, wisdom, and maturity shape you.

Pulling Down Strongholds Little by Little

Paul describes the weapons God gives us:

“For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war after the flesh: (For 
the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through God to
the pulling down of strongholds;) casting down imaginations, and 
every high thing that exalteth itself against the knowledge of God, and
bringing into captivity every thought to the obedience of Christ.”
2 Corinthians 10:3–5 (KJV)

Strongholds rarely fall with one swing. They are dismantled brick by brick, lie by 
lie, thought by thought. Deliverance can be dramatic, but discipleship is daily.
God’s weapons are mighty, but they teach us persistence victory by endurance, not 
by shortcuts.

Suffering as God’s School

Peter reminds us:

“But the God of all grace after that ye have suffered a while, make you 
perfect, stablish, strengthen, settle you.”
1 Peter 5:10 (KJV)

Suffering is not wasted. It is the school of patience, the furnace of faith, the 
workshop of perseverance. It is here, in the pain, that God shapes warriors. Not 
quitters. Not sprinters. But finishers.



Bearing Fruit with Patience

Jesus said:

“But that on the good ground are they, which in an honest and good 
heart, having heard the word, keep it, and bring forth fruit with 
patience.” Luke 8:15 (KJV)

Fruit doesn’t grow overnight. It takes seasons seedtime, watering, pruning, and 
waiting. That’s how faith works. That’s how patience builds endurance. And that’s 
how lives transformed by God bring forth fruit that lasts.

The Glory of Endurance

Paul writes:

“To them who by patient continuance in well doing seek for glory 
and honour and immortality, eternal life.”
Romans 2:7 (KJV)

And again:

“We glory in tribulations also: knowing that tribulation worketh 
patience; and patience, experience; and experience, hope.”
Romans 5:3–4 (KJV)

Hope isn’t cheap. It is built through trials. Tribulation → Patience → Experience
→ Hope. That’s the divine order. And hope never disappoints when it is anchored
in Christ.

Waiting on the Promise

Paul also says:

“But if we hope for that we see not, then do we with patience wait for it.”
Romans 8:25 (KJV)

Every believer must learn the holy art of waiting. Abraham waited for Isaac. 
Joseph waited in prison. David waited for the throne. Christ Himself waited thirty



years before beginning His ministry. Why? Because waiting develops trust, shapes 
endurance, and prepares us for promise.

Comfort in the Word

“For whatsoever things were written aforetime were written for our 
learning, that we through patience and comfort of the scriptures 
might have hope.”
Romans 15:4 (KJV)

The Scriptures are not just history. They are fuel for endurance. Every page 
reminds us: God is faithful. God is patient. God finishes what He starts. And 
because of that, we can wait, endure, and overcome.

Becoming Like-Minded with Christ

Paul prays:

“Now the God of patience and consolation grant you to be 
likeminded one toward another according to Christ Jesus.”
Romans 15:5 (KJV)

Unity takes patience. Fellowship requires endurance. The Body of Christ is not 
perfected overnight, but little by little, the Spirit makes us one.

Mighty Deeds Through Patience

Even the apostles proved this:

“Truly the signs of an apostle were wrought among you in all patience, in
signs, and wonders, and mighty deeds.”
2 Corinthians 12:12 (KJV)

Do you see it? Even signs and wonders were rooted in patience not performance, 
not showmanship. God births miracles through persevering faith.



Enduring to the End

Revelation describes the saints:

“Here is the patience of the saints: here are they that keep the 
commandments of God, and the faith of Jesus.”
Revelation 14:12 (KJV)

The final stronghold to tear down is quitting. Saints endure to the end. They do not 
faint. They do not surrender to despair. They hold the line until Christ returns.

Application: How to Live Little by Little

1. Embrace the process Don’t despise slow growth. God is training you 
for eternal endurance.

2. See trials as training Every hardship is shaping patience.

3. Measure progress differently Don’t ask, “Am I there yet?” Ask, “Am 
I faithful today?”

4. Wait on the promises God’s Word never fails, but it often unfolds slowly.

5. Celebrate small victories Every little step forward is part of the bigger
battle won.

Reflection Questions

• Where have you been impatient with God’s process?

• What tribulation in your life is producing patience right now?

• How do you measure your spiritual growth instantly or gradually?

• Who can you encourage to endure alongside you?

• Do you see your waiting season as wasted or as training?



Closing Prayer

Father,
Teach me to trust Your timing. Forgive me for demanding quick results when You
are shaping me little by little. Give me endurance in trials, patience in suffering, 
and faith in waiting. Help me celebrate each small victory as part of a greater 
inheritance. I declare today that I will not faint, I will not quit, and I will not 
despise the process or You are making me strong, settled, and perfected in Christ. 
Amen.



Chapter 11 The Crown Awaiting the Faithful

Introduction: Why We Endure

Every soldier fights for something. Every runner runs for a prize. Paul understood 
this, which is why he wrote:

“Know ye not that they which run in a race run all, but one receiveth the
prize? So run, that ye may obtain.”
1 Corinthians 9:24 (KJV)

The Christian life is not a casual stroll it’s a race. It’s not entertainment it’s 
endurance. And the finish line is not merely heaven it is the crown of life, the 
reward of faithfulness, the joy of hearing, “Well done, good and faithful servant”
(Matthew 25:21).

We don’t endure hardship for nothing. We endure because there is a crown laid up 
for us.

The Crown of Life

James writes with piercing clarity:

“Blessed is the man that endureth temptation: for when he is
tried, he  shall receive the crown of life, which the Lord hath
promised to them that love him.”
James 1:12 (KJV)

This crown is not handed to the talented or the religious. It is given to those who 
endure to those who love Christ enough to stand through trial, temptation, 
persecution, and pain. The enemy can strip you of comfort, reputation, and 
possessions, but he cannot steal your crown if you remain faithful.

Paul’s Testimony: Finishing the Race

At the end of his life, Paul declared with triumph:



“I have fought a good fight, I have finished my course, I have kept 
the faith: Henceforth there is laid up for me a crown of 
righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous judge, shall give me at 
that day: and not to me only, but unto all them also that love his 
appearing.”
2 Timothy 4:7–8 (KJV)

Do you hear the certainty in his voice? He didn’t say, “I hope there is a crown.” 
He said, “There is laid up for me.” Why? Because he had fought, finished, and 
kept the faith. That is the confidence of a life surrendered to Christ.

Different Crowns, One Reward

The New Testament mentions several crowns:

• The Crown of Life for enduring trials (James 1:12, Revelation 2:10).

• The Crown of Righteousness for those who long for Christ’s return 
(2 Timothy 4:8).

• The Crown of Glory for faithful shepherds and leaders (1 Peter 5:4).

• The Incorruptible Crown for disciplined runners in the race of faith 
(1 Corinthians 9:25).

• The Crown of Rejoicing the “soul-winner’s crown” for those who 
lead others to Christ (1 Thessalonians 2:19).

Different expressions, but all point to one truth: God rewards endurance, 
obedience, and faithfulness.

Holding On in the Last Days

Revelation warns us:

“Behold, I come quickly: hold that fast which thou hast, that no man 
take thy crown.”
Revelation 3:11 (KJV)



This verse wrecked me the first time I grasped it. It means crowns can be lost not 
stolen by Satan, but forfeited through quitting, compromise, or unbelief. Salvation 
is by grace, but reward is by faithfulness. Don’t trade eternal crowns for temporary 
comfort.

Casting Our Crowns Before the Throne

In Revelation, John describes the twenty-four elders:

“The four and twenty elders fall down before him that sat on the 
throne, and worship him that liveth for ever and ever, and cast their
crowns before the throne, saying, Thou art worthy, O Lord, to 
receive glory and honour and power…”
Revelation 4:10–11 (KJV)

Here’s the mystery: the crowns are not for our boasting. They are for His glory. 
On that day, whatever we receive, we will lay down at His feet in worship. The 
crowns are rewards, yes but they are also offerings back to the King.

My Voice, My Witness

I lived too long chasing counterfeit crowns respect on the street, power in the 
underworld, validation from men. None of it lasted. Every so-called crown turned 
to dust. But when I found Christ, I found the only crown worth fighting for the one 
that doesn’t fade, doesn’t rust, doesn’t perish.

I’ve buried too many friends who lived for the wrong crowns. I’ve seen men die 
for reputation and leave empty-handed. But I can’t shake Paul’s words: “There is 
laid up for me a crown.” That promise keeps me running. That promise keeps me 
fighting. That promise keeps me enduring when quitting would be easier.

Application: Running for the Crown

1. Check your focus Are you running for earthly prizes or eternal crowns?



2. Endure trials with love Don’t just survive love Christ through the storm.

3. Long for His return Live as if Christ could come today.

4. Stay disciplined Guard your life, your habits, your mind.

5. Win souls Don’t come to heaven empty-handed. Bring others with you.

Reflection Questions

• What “crowns” have you chased that were empty or corruptible?

• Which crown motivates you most: life, righteousness, glory, incorruptible, 
or rejoicing?

• How does the certainty of reward change the way you endure suffering?

• What would it mean for you to “hold fast” so that no one takes your crown?

Closing Prayer

Father,
I thank You that You are not unjust to forget our labor of love. Teach me to endure
with patience, to run with discipline, to long for Your appearing, and to win souls 
for Your Kingdom. Guard my heart from trading eternal reward for temporary 
pleasure. And on that day when I stand before You, let me have a crown to lay at 
Your feet. For You alone are worthy.
In Jesus’ name, Amen.



Chapter 12 What God Says About His Promises

Introduction: The Anchor in Every Storm

Every one of us has been let down by human promises. People swear loyalty and 
walk away. Friends vow to stand with us and vanish when the fire gets hot. Even 
our own words sometimes crumble because of weakness. But there is one place 
where promises never fail: in the mouth of God.

“For all the promises of God in him are yea, and in him Amen, unto 
the glory of God by us.”
2 Corinthians 1:20 (KJV)

When God speaks, His Word is not a wish it is a guarantee. Every promise is 
backed by His character, His covenant, and His unchanging nature. That is why 
promises are not just comforting phrases; they are weapons of war. When the devil 
whispers lies, you fight back with “It is written.”

God Cannot Lie

The book of Hebrews settles this truth forever:

“It is impossible for God to lie… we might have a strong 
consolation, who have fled for refuge to lay hold upon the hope set 
before us: Which hope we have as an anchor of the soul, both sure 
and stedfast…” Hebrews 6:18–19 (KJV)

Think of that impossible. Not unlikely, not improbable impossible. Men lie. 
Systems fail. Flesh deceives. But God cannot lie. That means every word He has 
spoken over your life, every promise written in Scripture, is as solid as bedrock. 
His promises are not suggestions they are anchors.

Promises That Break Chains

Here are a few of the promises that have carried me, that can carry you:



• The Promise of Presence: “I will never leave thee, nor forsake thee” 
(Heb. 13:5).

• The Promise of Peace: “Thou wilt keep him in perfect peace, whose mind 
is stayed on thee” (Isa. 26:3).

• The Promise of Provision: “My God shall supply all your need 
according to his riches in glory by Christ Jesus” (Phil. 4:19).

• The Promise of Power: “Ye shall receive power, after that the Holy 
Ghost is come upon you” (Acts 1:8).

• The Promise of Victory: “No weapon that is formed against thee 
shall prosper” (Isa. 54:17).

Every one of these is dynamite against the lies of the enemy.

The devil says, “You’re alone.” God promises, “I am with you always” (Matt. 
28:20).
The devil says, “You’ll never make it.” God promises, “He which hath begun a 
good work in you will perform it” (Phil. 1:6).
The devil says, “This will destroy you.” God promises, “When thou passest 
through the waters, I will be with thee” (Isa. 43:2).

Living on the Promises

Peter calls God’s promises “exceeding great and precious” (2 Peter 1:4). Why? 
Because they are not passive they are transformative. They make us “partakers of 
the divine nature.” That means promises are not just information to memorize but 
realities to step into.

I’ve learned that breakthrough doesn’t come by hearing promises alone it comes 
by clinging to them when everything else shakes. I remember nights when all I 
had was a verse on my lips: “The Lord is my shepherd, I shall not want.” I said it 
until it was more real than the darkness around me. That’s how you live on 
promises you eat them, breathe them, and declare them until they define you.



My Story: From Promises Broken to Promises Kept

The world taught me early not to trust promises. I saw fathers abandon children, 
friends betray friends, brothers turn on brothers. I promised myself I would never 
be like them and still, in my sin, I broke promises too. That’s what sin does: it 
makes liars out of all of us.

But when Christ got hold of me, I met a God who never broke His Word. The 
same God who promised peace gave me peace in the pit. The same God who 
promised deliverance broke chains I thought would never fall. And the same God 
who promised to use the weak has used me, scars and all, to testify to His power.

That is why I trust Him now. Not because I’m strong, but because He is faithful.

Application: Standing on His Promises

1. Memorize a promise for every battle. When fear rises, quote His Word.

2. Pray promises back to God. Don’t just askm remind Him of what He said.

3. Declare them out loud. Faith comes by hearing. Your ears need to hear 
your own mouth speak His truth.

4. Live like they’re true. Obedience proves belief. If He promised 
provision, stop living in hoarding fear. If He promised peace, stop bowing 
to anxiety.

Reflection Questions

• Which promises of God are hardest for you to believe right now?

• Where have you trusted human promises more than God’s?

• What would change in your daily life if you truly lived as though His
promises were unbreakable?



Closing Prayer

Father,
Thank You that Your promises never fail. Forgive me for doubting, for leaning on 
my own understanding, for clinging to man’s words above Yours. Today I choose 
to stand on what You have spoken. Let Your promises be my anchor, my shield, 
my song in the night. Fulfill in me every word You have declared, not for my 
glory but for Yours.

Chapter 13 Serving the Body, Reaching the Lost

Introduction: Faith That Works Through Love

The Christian life is not meant to be lived in isolation. God didn’t save us to sit on
pews or hide in caves He saved us to serve. Paul wrote in Galatians:

“For, brethren, ye have been called unto liberty; only use not liberty
for an occasion to the flesh, but by love serve one another.”
Galatians 5:13 (KJV)

The freedom Christ gives us is not a license for selfishness but a calling into 
service. True deliverance isn’t proven by how loud we shout in prayer meetings 
but by how we love the Body and reach the lost.

The Call to Serve the Body

Paul compared the Church to a body with many members (1 Corinthians 12). 
Every part matters. The hand cannot say to the foot, “I don’t need you.” The eye 
cannot despise the ear. When one suffers, all suffer; when one rejoices, all rejoice.

Serving the Body means:

• Bearing one another’s burdens (Gal. 6:2).

• Encouraging one another daily (Heb. 3:13).

• Using spiritual gifts to edify, not to exalt self (1 Pet. 4:10).

I’ve seen firsthand what happens when believers forget this. Churches
split, ministries collapse, people bleed out spiritually not because the devil
was stronger, but because the Body turned on itself.

But when the Body stands united, serving each other with humility and love, hell 
trembles. Jesus Himself said, “By this shall all men know that ye are my disciples,
if ye have love one to another” (John 13:35).



The Mandate to Reach the Lost

Jesus didn’t just save us from sin He sent us into the world. His last command is 
our first priority:

“Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every 
creature.” Mark 16:15 (KJV)

Reaching the lost isn’t optional. It’s the evidence that the gospel has truly 
transformed us. If we’ve tasted grace, we cannot hoard it. If we’ve been rescued, 
we must throw out the rope.

This doesn’t always mean standing in a pulpit. Sometimes it means opening your 
home, sharing a meal, speaking a kind word, or testifying of what Christ did for 
you. Evangelism isn’t reserved for the boldest personality it’s the responsibility of 
every believer.

The Balance of Inward and Outward

A healthy church breathes in and breathes out. Breathing in discipleship, teaching,
fellowship. Breathing out evangelism, outreach, mission. If you only breathe in, 
you suffocate. If you only breathe out, you collapse.

The Spirit calls us to both. To be a people who build up the saints and reach out to
sinners. To be a church where the broken are healed and the bound are delivered, 
but also where the lost hear the gospel and the nations are touched.

My Story: From Self-Serving to Servant

I’ll be honest: before Christ, I only served myself. My time, my money, my hustle
it was all about me. Even when I did something for others, it was usually with 
strings attached. That’s how the world operates help always comes at a price.

But when Jesus washed my feet with His mercy, I realized what real service is. 
It’s giving without expecting. It’s loving without agenda. It’s laying your life 
down because He laid His down first.



Now, when I serve the Body, I’m not trying to earn anything. I’m simply giving 
back what was given to me. And when I reach the lost, I remember I was once the 
one outside, in darkness, needing someone to reach me.

Application: Serving and Reaching in Practice

1. Start with the Body. Who in your church is hurting? Who 
needs encouragement? Be the answer to their prayer.

2. Use your gifts. Don’t bury them. If you can sing, sing. If you can teach, 
teach. If you can pray, intercede. Let the Spirit multiply what He gave 
you.

3. Live missionally. The mission field isn’t just overseas it’s at your job, 
in your neighborhood, in your family. Every day is an opportunity.

4. Stay balanced. Don’t get so busy serving the Body that you forget the lost
—or so focused on the lost that you neglect the Body.

Reflection Questions

• How have you been using your freedom in Christ to serve, or to coast?

• What gift has God given you that you’ve been sitting on?

• Who in your life right now is lost, waiting for someone to share the gospel
with them?

Closing Prayer

Lord,
Thank You for calling me into a Body, not leaving me to walk alone. Forgive me 
for the times I’ve neglected others, or the times I’ve served myself above Your 
people. Teach me to love the Body as You love it. And give me boldness to reach 
the lost not in fear, not in pride, but in humility and love. May my life be a



testimony that points others to You. 
In Jesus’ name, Amen.



Chapter 14 The Trials of the Narrow Road

Introduction: The Way Few Choose

Jesus didn’t sugarcoat the path of discipleship. He said:

“Enter ye in at the strait gate: for wide is the gate, and broad is the 
way, that leadeth to destruction… Because strait is the gate, and 
narrow is the way, which leadeth unto life, and few there be that 
find it.”
Matthew 7:13–14 (KJV)

The narrow road is not glamorous. It’s not lined with applause or comfort. It’s 
costly. It’s lonely at times. But it’s the only road that leads to life.

Too many believers are shocked when trials come, as though obedience should 
guarantee comfort. But scripture tells us plainly: trials are not interruptions in the 
journey they are the journey. The narrow road is paved with testing.

Trials as Proof of Sonship

Hebrews reminds us:

“Whom the Lord loveth he chasteneth, and scourgeth every son whom he 
receiveth.”
Hebrews 12:6

Discipline is not rejection it’s proof of sonship. If life has been hard, don’t assume 
God abandoned you. More often, it’s evidence that He’s shaping you. Fire is not 
punishment it’s purification.

I can look back at my darkest valleys and see now that God was burning off pride,
stripping away idols, and teaching me dependence. The trials I cursed then, I
thank Him for now.

The Refining Fire

Peter wrote:



“That the trial of your faith, being much more precious than of gold 
that perisheth, though it be tried with fire, might be found unto 
praise and honour and glory at the appearing of Jesus Christ.”
1 Peter 1:7

Gold doesn’t get its shine from staying in the ground it must pass through fire. The
same is true of faith. Without trials, we’d stay dull, impure, half-formed. But God 
allows fire to refine us until Christ is reflected in us.

The Temptation to Quit

Every trial brings with it the whisper: Quit. Go back. Take the wide road. The 
enemy will remind you of how easy things seemed before Christ, when you could
drink, hustle, or fight your way through life without conviction.

But remember Israel in the wilderness. Every time it got hard, they wanted to go
back to Egypt. Back to slavery. Back to chains. Why? Because freedom is harder
than bondage. Bondage is familiar. But the narrow road forces us to trust God
for every step.

Quitting is the easy option but it forfeits the crown.

Joy in the Fire

James shocks us with this command:

“My brethren, count it all joy when ye fall into divers 
temptations; Knowing this, that the trying of your faith 
worketh patience.” James 1:2–3

Joy? In trials? Yes. Because trials are not wasted. Every test is producing 
something in us patience, endurance, depth, strength. And patience, when it 
finishes its work, leaves us “perfect and entire, wanting nothing” (James 1:4).



My Story: The Road of Thorns

I won’t lie to you the narrow road has cut me. There were nights I thought God 
had abandoned me. Days when betrayal stung so deep I didn’t think I’d recover. 
Times when sin’s pull seemed stronger than grace.

But looking back, I see it now. Every thorn was a teacher. Every scar a reminder. 
Every loss an invitation to lean harder on Christ.

The wide road gave me a crown of thorns the narrow road is leading me to a 
crown of life.

Application: Walking the Narrow Road

1. Expect Trials. Don’t be surprised by them arm yourself with 
scripture before they come.

2. Stay the Course. Don’t go back to Egypt. Keep pressing forward, 
even when it hurts.

3. Lean on Others. Narrow doesn’t mean solitary. Find brothers and 
sisters who walk it with you.

4. Look to the End. Keep your eyes on the promise: a crown of life, glory, 
and righteousness awaits those who endure.

Reflection Questions

• What trial are you currently walking through, and how can you see 
God’s refining hand in it?

• Where are you tempted to quit, and what promise of God can you cling 
to instead?

• Who do you need beside you as you walk the narrow road?



Closing Prayer

Father,
Thank You that trials are not wasted. Thank You that every tear, every fire, every 
thorn has purpose. Give me strength to walk the narrow road, to endure when it 
feels impossible, to trust when I can’t see the way ahead. Purify me until Christ is 
formed in me. And when I finish this race, let me receive not the world’s fading 
crowns but the eternal crown of life.
In Jesus’ name, Amen



Chapter 15 Enduring the Fire

Introduction: Faith That Survives the Flames

Scripture doesn’t hide it fire is part of the Christian walk. The fire is where faith
is proven. Not in the moments of comfort, not in the easy seasons, but in the
furnace where everything false is burned away.

Peter wrote it plainly:

“Beloved, think it not strange concerning the fiery trial which is to 
try you, as though some strange thing happened unto you: But 
rejoice, inasmuch as ye are partakers of Christ’s sufferings; that, 
when his glory shall be revealed, ye may be glad also with exceeding 
joy.”
1 Peter 4:12–13 (KJV)

Endurance is not just surviving the fire it’s letting the fire refine you until what 
comes out shines like gold.

The Purpose of the Fire

Trials are not random. They are not accidents. They are not proof that God has 
abandoned you. They are proof that He is with you, shaping you, purifying you.

“When thou walkest through the fire, thou shalt not be burned; 
neither shall the flame kindle upon thee.”
Isaiah 43:2

God doesn’t promise a life without fire but He does promise His presence in the 
fire. And when He is with you, the flames lose their power to destroy.

Daniel’s Example: The Fourth Man in the Fire

The story of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego is more than Sunday school 
material it’s a blueprint. They refused to bow to Nebuchadnezzar’s idol, and the 
furnace was heated seven times hotter.



But when the king looked in, he saw four men not three. And he said the fourth 
looked like “the Son of God” (Daniel 3:25).

That’s the promise: you may walk into the fire bound, but you will walk out free, 
because Christ meets His people in the flames.

Fire Exposes What’s Real

Paul reminded the Corinthians:

“Every man’s work shall be made manifest: for the day shall declare
it, because it shall be revealed by fire; and the fire shall try every 
man’s work of what sort it is.”
1 Corinthians 3:13

Fire doesn’t just hurt it reveals. It shows what’s wood, hay, and stubble, and what
is gold, silver, and precious stone. Trials expose shallow faith, fake religion, and 
hidden idols. But for those who endure, fire reveals the eternal.

My Story: Flames I Couldn’t Escape

I’ve faced flames sometimes of my own making. Decisions that burned me. 
Betrayals that scorched me. Addictions that felt like wildfire consuming 
everything in sight.

But here’s the truth: if I had never walked through the fire, I would have never 
known the God who keeps you in it. I learned to stop asking why the fire came and 
started asking what God wanted me to learn in it. That shift turned fire from an 
enemy into a teacher.

The Gift of Endurance

Romans tells us:



“Tribulation worketh patience; And patience, experience; and 
experience, hope.”
Romans 5:3–4

Endurance is not automatic. It’s forged. And once you’ve been through the fire 
and come out still standing, hope becomes unshakable. You realize nothing the 
enemy throws can keep you down, because the same Spirit that raised Christ from 
the dead lives in you.

Application: How to Endure the Fire

1. Anchor in the Word. Memorize scripture before the fire comes. In the 
fire, recall it as your shield.

2. Lean on the Spirit. Don’t try to “tough it out.” Let the Spirit intercede 
when you don’t have words (Romans 8:26).

3. Choose Joy. Not happiness, but deep joy that trusts God’s purpose in 
the trial.

4. Remember the End. Fire is temporary; glory is eternal.

Reflection Questions

• What fire are you walking through right now?

• How has God shown His presence in the middle of it?

• What parts of your faith or life have been exposed as “wood, hay, 
stubble” that need to burn away?

Closing Prayer

Lord,
I thank You that fire is not my destruction but my refinement. Give me courage to 
endure, patience to trust, and eyes to see You walking with me in the flames. Burn



away what is false, and let what remains be pure faith, shining like gold for
Your glory. I will not bow to idols. I will not give up in the trial. I will endure
until the day I see Your face.
In Jesus’ name, Amen.



Chapter 16 Walking With Christ Daily

Introduction: Not Just a Sunday Faith

Christianity is not a one day a week religion. It’s not a Sunday event, or a 
Wednesday Bible study, or even a once in a while spiritual boost. It is a daily walk 
with Christ. Jesus didn’t die to give us a religious routine; He died to give us a 
relationship a step-by-step, moment-by-moment journey where He leads, we 
follow, and His Spirit lives in us.

Paul wrote:

“As ye have therefore received Christ Jesus the Lord, so walk ye in 
him: Rooted and built up in him, and stablished in the faith, as ye 
have been taught, abounding therein with thanksgiving.”
Colossians 2:6–7

To “walk” means to live every choice, every thought, every step of our day shaped
by His presence.

The Call to Abide

Jesus laid the foundation in John 15:

“Abide in me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit of
itself, except it  abide in the vine; no more can ye, except ye
abide in me.” John 15:4

Walking with Christ daily means abiding remaining connected. Just as a branch 
can’t survive apart from the vine, you and I cannot survive spiritually apart from 
Him. Prayer is the lifeline. The Word is the nourishment. The Spirit is the breath.

When I walked apart from Him, even for a day, I felt the drift. My thoughts 
strayed. My flesh pulled harder. The old man tried to resurrect. But when I walked
with Him, step by step, temptation lost its grip, and peace guarded my heart.



Denying Self, Carrying the Cross

Jesus didn’t sugarcoat discipleship:

“If any man will come after me, let him deny himself, and take up 
his cross daily, and follow me.”
Luke 9:23

Notice that word: daily. Every morning, we pick up the cross dying to pride, lust, 
greed, bitterness. Following Him is not about perfection, but about consistent 
surrender. Some days I carried the cross limping, other days dragging—but the 
victory was in not putting it down.

The Spirit as Our Guide

Walking with Christ is not about gritting your teeth and trying harder—it’s about 
yielding to the Spirit.

“Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil the lust of the 
flesh.” Galatians 5:16

The Spirit doesn’t just point out sin He empowers you to overcome it. He whispers 
conviction when your thoughts drift, encouragement when you’re weary, and 
boldness when fear presses in.

I’ve learned to pause in moments of decision and ask: “Holy Spirit, what are You 
saying right now?” That habit has kept me from wreckage more times than I can 
count.

Daily Bread, Daily Strength

God gave Israel manna in the wilderness daily bread. They couldn’t hoard it, or it 
spoiled. That was God’s way of teaching dependence. Jesus echoed this in the 
Lord’s Prayer: “Give us this day our daily bread” (Matthew 6:11).

You and I cannot live off yesterday’s prayer or last week’s devotion. Walking with
Christ daily means seeking fresh bread, fresh Word, fresh fire every day.



My Story: The Days I Walked and the Days I Didn’t

When I walked with Him daily, I noticed everything shifted:

• My thoughts were clearer.

• My patience grew.

• Temptations didn’t vanish, but I had strength to resist.

• Hope was alive in me even in dark seasons.

But when I drifted even just a few days strongholds started creeping back in. Old 
habits knocked on the door. Anger simmered. Depression whispered. And I 
learned: there is no coasting in this walk. You are either moving forward with 
Christ, or drifting backward into bondage.

Application: How to Walk With Christ Daily

1. Start With Surrender. Pray before your feet hit the floor: “Lord, today 
is Yours. Lead me.”

2. Stay in the Word. Even a small portion, chewed on and meditated, will 
feed your spirit.

3. Talk With Him All Day. Whisper prayers in traffic, in work, in stress. 
Keep the line open.

4. Obey Quickly. When the Spirit nudges, don’t delay. Immediate 
obedience keeps the heart tender.

5. End With Gratitude. Review the day with thanks even for trials, 
because they built endurance.

Reflection Questions

• What does your daily walk with Christ look like right now?



• Where do you drift when you skip prayer or the Word?

• How can you build habits of abiding that carry you through temptation 
and trial?

Closing Prayer

Lord Jesus,
Teach me to walk with You daily. Not in theory, not in religion, but in reality. 
Help me to abide in You, to carry my cross with endurance, and to walk in the 
Spirit so I don’t fulfill the lust of the flesh. Feed me with daily bread. Keep me 
close when I wander. And let my life be a steady walk in step with You, until the 
day I see You face to face.
Amen.



Chapter 17 Serving the Body, Reaching the Lost

Introduction: The Twofold Call

The Christian life is never meant to be self-contained. Jesus saved us not just from 
sin, but for service. He fills us not just with peace, but with purpose. And that 
purpose has two inseparable parts: serving the Body of Christ and reaching the 
lost world with His Gospel.

Paul captured this balance perfectly:

“For we preach not ourselves, but Christ Jesus the Lord; and 
ourselves your servants for Jesus’ sake.”
2 Corinthians 4:5

Serving and reaching. Building up the Church, and reaching beyond its walls. That 
is the daily call of every believer.

Serving the Body: Love in Action

Paul compared the Church to a body:

“Now ye are the body of Christ, and members in 
particular.” 1 Corinthians 12:27

That means every believer has a role. Some are eyes, seeing what others cannot. 
Some are hands, working with practical skill. Some are voices, proclaiming truth. 
None of us can say, “I have no need of you.”

I’ve lived this firsthand. There were seasons when pride told me I could do this 
alone. But I found myself burned out, isolated, and ineffective. Then God brought 
brothers and sisters around me who carried me in prayer, encouraged me with 
words, and corrected me with truth. That’s the Body in action.

Serving the Body isn’t optional. It’s the visible proof of love. Jesus said the world 
would know we are His disciples by our love for one another (John 13:35). To 
serve is to love. To withhold service is to starve the Body.



Reaching the Lost: The Great Commission

Jesus didn’t leave us guessing about our mission:

“Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of 
the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: Teaching them to 
observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you.”
Matthew 28:19–20

Reaching the lost isn’t for evangelists only it’s for all of us. It doesn’t always 
mean preaching from a pulpit. Sometimes it means opening your home. 
Sometimes it means listening to a hurting neighbor. Sometimes it means sharing 
your testimony with tears in your eyes.

I know what it’s like to be lost broken, violent, convinced there was no way out. 
And I know what it meant when someone dared to bring me the Gospel. Their 
courage saved my soul. That’s why I refuse to keep quiet now. If Christ saved me, 
He can save anyone.

The Balance of Inward and Outward

Healthy discipleship means we are always serving both directions:

• Inward building up the Body of Christ with encouragement, prayer, 
and service.

• Outward carrying the message of Christ to those who don’t yet know Him.

If you only serve the Body, you risk becoming an inward-facing church. If you 
only reach outward, you risk neglecting the very believers who need 
strengthening. But when both happen together, the Church is alive, powerful, and 
unstoppable.

Practical Application

1. Ask God for Your Place in the Body. What role has He given you? 
A servant? A teacher? An encourager? A helper?



2. Serve Without Spotlight. True service doesn’t seek applause. Wash 
feet, unseen. Give, unthanked. Pray, unnoticed. God sees.

3. Open Your Mouth to the Lost. Start simple: share your testimony. No 
one can argue with your story.

4. Live Missionally Every Day. Whether at work, school, or in 
your neighborhood see yourself as a missionary in that place.

5. Partner With Others. Don’t carry the mission alone. Join hands with 
the Body. Serve together. Go together.

Reflection Questions

• How are you currently serving the Body of Christ?

• Who in your circle is still lost, waiting for you to share the Gospel?

• Do you lean more inward (serving believers) or outward (reaching the 
lost)? How can you balance both?

Closing Prayer

Father,
Thank You for saving me and placing me in Your Body. Forgive me for the times 
I’ve withheld service or stayed silent about Your Gospel. Teach me to love my 
brothers and sisters with action, and to reach the lost with boldness. Let my life be 
poured out for the Body and for the mission, until the whole world hears of Your 
love through Jesus Christ.
Amen.



Chapter 18 The Glory Beyond the Struggle

Introduction: Present Suffering, Future Glory

Every battle you face, every stronghold you break, every tear you shed it’s not 
wasted. Paul put it in perspective:

“For I reckon that the sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be 
compared with the glory which shall be revealed in us.”
Romans 8:18

That’s not denial. That’s hope. He didn’t say the sufferings weren’t real he said 
they weren’t worthy to be compared to the weight of glory ahead. Your 
struggles are temporary. Your reward is eternal.

The Refining Fire

Trials don’t just hurt they refine. Peter compared them to fire:

“That the trial of your faith, being much more precious than of gold 
that perisheth, though it be tried with fire, might be found unto 
praise and honour and glory at the appearing of Jesus Christ.”
1 Peter 1:7

Gold only shines after fire. Faith only shines after trial. Strongholds fall in the 
flames, but so does the false self we thought we needed to protect. God doesn’t 
waste fire He uses it to purify.

I’ve walked through my share of fire. Times when the weight of depression, 
betrayal, loss, or demonic oppression felt unbearable. But looking back, I see how 
God used every furnace to strip away pride, teach me dependence, and prepare me 
for ministry.

The Prize at the Finish Line

Paul never forgot the finish line:



“I press toward the mark for the prize of the high calling of God in Christ
Jesus.”
Philippians 3:14

Strongholds make you feel stuck. But discipleship reminds you you’re
moving forward. You’re not defined by where you fell but by Who picked
you up. The finish line is not survival it is glory with Christ.

And here’s the promise:

• Crown of Life for those who endure trials (James 1:12).

• Crown of Righteousness for those who long for Christ’s appearing (2 
Tim. 4:8).

• Crown of Glory for those who shepherd faithfully (1 Pet. 5:4).

These crowns are not vanity they are eternal rewards for faithfulness. And yet, 
Revelation shows us casting them back before the throne (Rev. 4:10). Even our 
reward becomes worship.

Why God Allows Struggle

The question we all ask: Why does God allow this? Why not just remove every 
stronghold instantly? Scripture gives us glimpses:

• To build endurance “Tribulation worketh patience; and 
patience, experience; and experience, hope.” (Rom. 5:3–4)

• To show His power in weakness “My grace is sufficient for thee: for 
my strength is made perfect in weakness.” (2 Cor. 12:9)

• To remind us of heaven “Here we have no continuing city, but we seek 
one to come.” (Heb. 13:14)

Struggle humbles us. Struggle tests us. Struggle keeps our eyes on eternity.



Testimony: Glory After the Pit

I know what it means to hit rock bottom. To sit in darkness so deep you think the
light has left for good. But I also know what it means for God to show up there
lifting me, shaping me, promising me that my story didn’t end in the pit.

One night, broken, suicidal, I cried out. And God answered not with thunder but 
with presence. That moment became a turning point. What I thought was my 
grave became my foundation. What I thought was the end became the start of a 
testimony that could reach others.

That’s the mystery of glory it shines brightest in the darkest pits.

Application: Living With Glory in View

1. See Beyond Today. Don’t judge your life by your current trial. Judge it 
by eternity.

2. Embrace Refinement. Don’t just endure the fire learn from it. Ask, 
“What is God shaping in me through this?”

3. Encourage Others. Your story of survival may be the light for 
someone else’s struggle.

4. Fix Your Eyes on Christ. Glory isn’t a place it’s a Person. He is the reward.

Reflection Questions

• What trial has God already turned into testimony in your life?

• How does the promise of eternal reward reshape how you see your struggles
now?

• What crown are you most longing for: life, righteousness, or glory?



Closing Prayer

Father,
Thank You that my struggles are not wasted. Thank You that every tear, every 
fire, every trial is preparing me for a glory beyond comparison. Teach me to 
endure with patience, to learn from the fire, and to keep my eyes on Jesus. Let my 
life become a testimony that points others to hope. And when the day comes, let 
me joyfully cast my crown at Your feet.
In Jesus’ name, Amen.



Chapter 19 The Crown Awaiting the Faithful

Introduction: Finishing the Race

The Christian life is not a sprint. It’s a marathon. The finish line isn’t crossed when
you first believe it’s crossed when you endure to the end. Paul captured it with 
unshakable clarity:

“I have fought a good fight, I have finished my course, I have kept 
the faith: henceforth there is laid up for me a crown of 
righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous judge, shall give me at 
that day.”
2 Timothy 4:7–8

The crown is not given at the starting line. It is promised to those who refuse to 
quit. To those who cling to Christ through storms, temptations, betrayals, and 
persecutions. This is not about perfection it’s about faithfulness.

The Race of Faith

Hebrews calls us to run “with patience the race set before us” (Heb. 12:1). 
Noticepatience. This race demands endurance. Anyone can start strong; few finish 
strong.

I’ve seen both. I’ve seen men who started with fire and ended in compromise. 
I’ve also seen those who crawled across the finish line, bruised and scarred, but 
faithful. Which are you becoming?

The enemy doesn’t care if you start. He panics when you finish.

The Crowns Promised

Scripture speaks of multiple crowns not symbols of wealth, but eternal rewards for
faithfulness:

• The Crown of Life promised to those who endure trials and 
persecution (James 1:12).



• The Crown of Righteousness promised to those who long for 
Christ’s return (2 Tim. 4:8).

• The Crown of Glory promised to those who shepherd and serve 
faithfully (1 Pet. 5:4).

These crowns represent God’s acknowledgment of a faithful life. They are tokens 
of honor from the King of Kings. But even these rewards are not for boasting they 
are for worship. Revelation 4:10 describes the elders casting their crowns before 
God’s throne, declaring that He alone is worthy.

Why Crowns Matter

You may wonder: if we’re going to lay them at His feet, why does it matter? 
Here’s why: the crowns are testimonies. They are visible proof of His grace 
working in us. They are stories of endurance, obedience, and worship lived out.

The devil whispers, “It’s not worth it. Quit now.” 
The crowns shout back, “It was worth it all.”

I want to stand before the King not empty-handed but able to say: “Lord, by Your
Spirit, I endured. By Your strength, I remained faithful.”

My Voice, My Witness

I’ve lived long enough to see many fall away. I’ve buried friends who started 
strong but finished in chains. I’ve wrestled with the temptation to quit myself. But 
I’m still here because His grace keeps pulling me forward.

When I picture that day, when every stronghold is gone and every tear wiped 
away, I don’t just see myself standing there. I see all of us those who fought the 
good fight, those who chose Christ over compromise, those who endured to the 
end receiving crowns not as trophies but as offerings to cast before our King.



Application: Running With Eternity in View

1. Persevere Daily Don’t measure success by today’s trial; measure it 
by eternal reward.

2. Long for His Appearing Keep your eyes on Christ’s return, not 
the distractions of this world.

3. Shepherd Well Whether it’s your family, your church, or your 
community, serve faithfully where you are planted.

4. Encourage Fellow Runners This isn’t a solo race. Cheer others on. 
Carry those who stumble.

Reflection Questions

• What “race markers” can you already look back on as evidence of 
God’s grace?

• Which crown speaks most to you life, righteousness, or glory?

• Who can you encourage this week to keep running the race?

Closing Prayer

Lord Jesus,
Thank You for the promise of a crown at the finish line. Teach me to run with 
endurance, to persevere when I want to quit, to long for Your appearing, and to 
shepherd faithfully where You’ve called me. Guard me from distraction, 
temptation, and discouragement. And when the day comes, let me joyfully cast 
any crown You place on my head back at Your feet for You alone are worthy. 
In Your name I pray, Amen.



Chapter 20 Living in God’s Promises

Introduction: Standing on Solid Ground

If there’s one thing that will carry you through every storm, it’s this: God cannot 
lie. His promises are not maybes, they are not suggestions, they are not wishful 
thinking. They are yes and amen in Christ Jesus (2 Cor. 1:20).

When I look back at the darkest moments of my life, the thing that held me was 
not my own strength. It wasn’t my willpower. It was the promises of God—
spoken in Scripture, whispered by the Spirit, etched into my soul. Those promises 
became anchors. And anchors don’t stop the storm, but they stop you from drifting
away.

The Unshakable Word

The book of Numbers declares it plainly:

“God is not a man, that he should lie; neither the son of man, that he
should repent: hath he said, and shall he not do it? or hath he 
spoken, and shall he not make it good?”
Numbers 23:19

That means every word He has spoken is reliable. Nations may crumble, friends 
may betray, even your own heart may fail but His promises stand.

Isaiah 40:8 puts it this way: “The grass withereth, the flower fadeth: but the word
of our God shall stand for ever.”

When you root your life in that Word, you are building on rock, not sand (Matt. 
7:24–25).

Promises for Every Battle

The beauty of Scripture is that God didn’t just give one or two promises He gave 
thousands, covering every situation you will ever face.



• For Fear “Fear thou not; for I am with thee: be not dismayed; for I am 
thy God: I will strengthen thee; yea, I will help thee” (Isa. 41:10).

• For Temptation “There hath no temptation taken you but such as is 
common to man: but God is faithful will with the temptation also make a
way to escape” (1 Cor. 10:13).

• For Loneliness “I will never leave thee, nor forsake thee” (Heb. 13:5).

• For Provision “My God shall supply all your need according to his riches 
in glory by Christ Jesus” (Phil. 4:19).

• For Healing “By His stripes we are healed” (Isa. 53:5).

• For Salvation “Whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall 
be saved” (Rom. 10:13).

Every Stronghold the enemy builds has a promise that tears it down.

My Voice, My Witness

I’ve stood in the middle of trials where the only thing I had left was a promise. I 
remember nights where I had no peace, no plan, and no power but I had His 
Word. And His Word carried me.

When the enemy whispered, “You’ll never be free,” God’s promise declared, “If 
the Son sets you free, you will be free indeed” (John 8:36).
When shame said, “Your past defines you,” God promised, “You are a new 
creation” (2 Cor. 5:17).
When despair said, “This is the end,” God promised, “I know the plans I have 
for you to give you a future and a hope” (Jer. 29:11).

Those promises weren’t theory they were lifelines.

How to Live in His Promises

1. Search Them Out Don’t live on borrowed faith. Dig into the Word 
and write down the promises God highlights to you.



2. Pray Them Out Turn promises into prayers. When you say, “Lord, 
You said,” you are standing in agreement with His Word.

3. Speak Them Out Declare them over your life, your family, your situation.
Faith comes by hearing (Rom. 10:17) even your own ears need to hear 
your mouth declare His truth.

4. Hold Them Out When trials come, don’t let go. Even Abraham 
“staggered not at the promise of God through unbelief; but was strong in 
faith, giving glory to God” (Rom. 4:20).

Application: The Promise is Yours

Stop living as though God’s promises are for “other people.” They are for you. 
Christ sealed them with His blood. The Spirit applies them to your heart. The 
Father delights to fulfill them in your life.

Strongholds fall when you stand on what God has already said. Lies crumble when 
you declare truth louder than the enemy’s whisper.

Reflection Questions

• Which promise of God has carried you through the hardest season of your
life?

• What promise do you need to cling to right now in this chapter of 
your journey?

• Who in your life needs to hear the promises of God declared over them?

Closing Prayer

Father,
Thank You that Your promises never fail. Forgive me for the times I doubted, the 
times I let the enemy’s lies drown out Your truth. Today I choose to stand on Your



Word, to pray Your promises, and to live as though they are already fulfilled 
because in Christ, they are. Teach me to fight every battle not with fear, but with 
faith in Your unshakable Word.
In Jesus’ name, Amen



Chapter 21 Walking in the Spirit and Obedience

Introduction: Freedom Has a Direction

Tearing down strongholds isn’t just about freedom from something it’s about 
freedom for something. God doesn’t just break chains so we can wander aimlessly;
He breaks chains so we can walk in the Spirit, obey His voice, and live out our 
calling.

Paul put it bluntly:

“This I say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil the lust of 
the flesh.”
(Galatians 5:16, KJV)

Walking in the Spirit isn’t about goosebumps in worship or a moment of 
excitement at the altar. It is daily obedience. It is aligning your life with His will, 
one step at a time, in the small things and the big things.

I had to learn this. Freedom is not chaos. Freedom has boundaries, and those 
boundaries are God’s commandments. To walk in the Spirit is to walk in 
obedience.

The Flesh and the Spirit

Paul explained the clash:

“For the flesh lusteth against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the 
flesh: and these are contrary the one to the other: so that ye 
cannot do the things that ye would.”
(Galatians 5:17, KJV)

The war doesn’t end when the stronghold falls the battleground just shifts. The 
flesh still rises. The enemy still tempts. But the Spirit within us empowers 
obedience.

Here’s the truth: you cannot white-knuckle obedience. You cannot will
yourself holy. The flesh is too strong. But the Spirit of God in you is stronger.
And when you walk in step with Him, the desires of the flesh lose their grip.



The Evidence of the Spirit

Jesus said you will know a tree by its fruit. Paul laid out the fruit of the Spirit:

• Love

• Joy

• Peace

• Longsuffering

• Gentleness

• Goodness

• Faith

• Meekness

• Temperance 
(Galatians 5:22–
23)

Walking in the Spirit means this fruit begins to show in your life. Not instantly, 
not perfectly but consistently. Just like an apple tree doesn’t bear fruit overnight, 
so the Spirit cultivates His nature in you over time.

When I look back, I can see it. Years ago, rage was my default. Pride ran my life. 
Patience was a foreign word. But step by step, the Spirit reshaped me. Now when I 
want to snap, He whispers peace. When I want to quit, He supplies endurance.
When I want to curse, He fills my mouth with prayer. That is walking in the Spirit.

Obedience: Love in Action

Jesus tied love and obedience together:

“If ye love me, keep my commandments.” 
(John 14:15, KJV)



Too many believers want Spirit without obedience. They want goosebumps 
without surrender. But the Spirit of God will never empower you to disobey the 
Word of God.

Obedience is not legalism; it’s love. Obedience says, “Father, I trust You more 
than I trust myself.”

There were times in my life when obedience cost me. Walking away from sin 
meant walking away from relationships, opportunities, and money. But every 
time I obeyed, God met me with provision, peace, and power. Obedience opens 
the door for God’s blessings and keeps the enemy out.

The Power of Surrender

Romans 8 gives us the blueprint:

“For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God.” 
(Romans 8:14, KJV)

Sonship is revealed in surrender. To be led by the Spirit is to yield control. 
Strongholds crumble when you stop trying to be in charge and let the Spirit lead.

Think about Israel: when they followed God’s cloud and fire, they were safe. 
When they strayed, they fell. The same is true for us. Surrender is protection.

Practical Steps to Walk in the Spirit

1. Daily Word Intake The Spirit always agrees with the Word. 
Without Scripture, you won’t recognize His voice.

2. Pray Without Ceasing Keep the line open. Whisper prayers throughout 
the day. Ask for His guidance in small things.

3. Quick Repentance Don’t let sin linger. Repent fast, return fast, and 
keep walking.

4. Listen and Obey When He prompts you, act. Even if it’s small. 
Especially when it’s inconvenient.



5. Stay in Fellowship Walking in the Spirit is reinforced by walking 
with Spirit-filled believers.

My Voice, My Witness

There was a season when I thought freedom meant doing whatever I wanted. But 
that “freedom” only led me back into chains. True freedom is walking in the 
Spirit. True freedom is obedience.

I can testify: the more I surrendered, the lighter I became. The more I obeyed, the 
freer I felt. Obedience didn’t restrict me it unlocked me.

Reflection Questions

• Where in your life are you still resisting obedience to God’s Word?

• How can you make space daily to hear and respond to the Spirit’s voice?

• What fruit of the Spirit is God cultivating in you right now?

• Where is He calling you to surrender more deeply?

Closing Prayer

Father,
I confess that I cannot walk this life in my own strength. My flesh is weak, but 
Your Spirit is strong. Teach me to walk step by step in Your Spirit. Fill me with 
Your fruit love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, and self-control. Give me a heart 
that delights in obedience, not grudgingly, but with love. Today I surrender my 
will to Yours. Lead me, Holy Spirit. Guide me in truth. Keep me from temptation 
and strengthen me to obey.
In Jesus’ name, Amen.



Chapter 22 Victory in Christ: Tearing Down 
Strongholds Once and For All

Introduction: The War is Won

From the first page of this book, I’ve walked you through the battle the mind, the 
flesh, the lies of the enemy, the necessity of the Word, the weapons of our 
warfare, the armor of God, repentance, obedience, and walking in the Spirit. But 
now, as we close, I must declare this simple, unshakable truth:

The war is already won.

Jesus said:

“It is finished.” 
(John 19:30, KJV)

He wasn’t exaggerating. He wasn’t wishful. He was declaring a reality that hell 
itself cannot undo. The cross broke the curse. The blood defeated sin. The 
resurrection conquered death.

Our task is not to fight for victory it is to fight from victory.

The Strongholds Are Falling

Paul reminds us again:

“For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through
God to the pulling down of strongholds.”
(2 Corinthians 10:4, KJV)

Notice the tense. They are mighty. Not “will be.” Not “maybe.” They are. Which 
means right now, as you wield His Word, as you surrender in obedience, as you 
walk in the Spirit strongholds are falling.

The devil wants you to believe this is a never-ending stalemate. But he is already 
disarmed. Colossians 2:15 declares that Christ made a public spectacle of the 
powers of darkness, triumphing over them on the cross.



Every addiction can be broken. 
Every lie can be silenced.
Every fear can be cast out. 
Every wound can be healed.

The New Identity

This war has always been about identity. The enemy calls you by your past. God 
calls you by your future.

• The world said: failure. God says: more than a conqueror (Rom. 8:37).

• The enemy said: orphan. God says: son, daughter (Rom. 8:15).

• Shame said: unworthy. God says: chosen, royal, holy (1 Pet. 2:9).

When you tear down strongholds, you aren’t just breaking habits you are 
reclaiming your God-given identity. You are walking as who He always said you 
were.

The Call to Perseverance

Victory doesn’t mean the battles end. It means you fight with confidence. That’s 
why Paul, at the end of his life, could say:

“I have fought a good fight, I have finished my course, I have kept
the faith: Henceforth there is laid up for me a crown of 
righteousness…” (2 Timothy 4:7–8, KJV)

Brother, sister keep the faith. Don’t stop halfway. Don’t settle for partial freedom. 
Finish the race. Because at the finish line, there is not just relief there is reward. A 
crown that will never fade, a glory that cannot be stolen, and a King waiting with 
open arms.



Final Decree: Your Victory Covenant

Let this book end with a declaration, not just words on a page but a covenant of 
your mouth and heart. Speak this aloud:

“I am a child of God.
I am armed with His Word, covered in His blood, filled with His Spirit. 
Every stronghold in my life is falling.
Fear has no hold. Shame has no voice. Sin has no
dominion. I walk in the Spirit. I live in obedience. I fight
from victory. I declare today that whom the Son sets free is
free indeed.
I am free in Jesus’ name. Amen.”

• Looking back through these chapters, which strongholds has God 
already begun to tear down in you?

• Where do you still need perseverance and patience?

• What will it look like for you to walk daily in the Spirit after this book
closes?

• Who will you help lead into freedom now that you’ve tasted it yourself?

CONFFESS YOUR SINS TO GOD HE WILL FORGIVE

5 I acknowledge my sin unto thee, and mine iniquity have I not hid. I said, I
will confess my transgressions unto the LORD; and thou forgavest the iniquity
of my sin. Selah.

CONFFESS YOUR SINS TO GOD AND TELL HIM YOUR SORRY
Psalm 38:18 King James Version (KJV)
18 For I will declare mine iniquity; I will be sorry for my sin.



CONFFESS YOUR SINS TO GOD AND PROSPER
Proverbs 28:13 King James Version (KJV)
13 He that covereth his sins shall not prosper: but whoso confesseth and forsaketh 
them shall have mercy.

CONFFESS YOUR SINS TO GOD HE WILL REMEMBER HIS 
COVENANTS

trespass which they trespassed against me, and that also they have walked 
contrary unto me; 41 And that I also have walked contrary unto them, and have 
brought them into the land of their enemies; if then their uncircumcised hearts be 
humbled, and they then accept of the punishment of their iniquity: 42 Then will I 
remember my covenant with Jacob, and also my covenant with Isaac, and also my
covenant with Abraham will I remember; and I will remember the land.

7 Ways Demons Gain Control Or Access

1. Through generations: Demons may oppress or possess a person because
of previous possession or oppression of the parents. This accounts for 
demonic influence over children (Exodus 20:5; 34:7; Deuteronomy 5:9).

2. Through the mind: The mind is one of the major battlefields of Satan. If
Satan controls your thoughts, he will eventually control your actions. 
Demons also gain access through mind-altering drugs which reduce the 
ability to resist demons and grant increasing access.

3. Through sinful actions: Sinful thoughts are soon fulfilled by sinful 
actions. For example, the thought of adultery is fulfilled in the actual act 
of adultery. Sin is rebellion, and rebellious thoughts and actions provide 
an entry point for demonic activity.

4. Through Ungodly soul ties: Ungodly relationships with friends,
associations with people in sin, sexual sin, accepting verbal 
curses.



5. Through desire: Some people ask Satan for demonic power to 
enable them to perform supernatural acts. This is done by some 
gamers that compete for fame or money.

6. Through an empty house: Demons consider the body of the person they
inhabit as their own house (Matthew 12:44). When a person who is 
delivered from demonic powers does not fill his house with the new birth 
experience and the infilling of the Holy Spirit, reentry can occur.

7. Through permission: Sometimes God grants permission for demonic 
powers to accomplish special purposes. This can be evidenced by a trial 
as in the case of Job or judgment for sin as in the example of King Saul’s 
experience with the witch of Endor (1 Samuel 28).
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
